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Social bonds

Cooperation, social bonds and family relations are
some features of the deserts life. They help each
other spiritually and materially in discomfort or
troubles and this is one of the characteristic that our
religion urged for.

They also help in special occasions so they help
the groom financially. The weddings are so simple
especially if the marriage is between relatives. The
engagement does not last so long until the couples
get married and the celebration is done. They don’t
normally marry until they get forty. Now, weddings
are costing. After the wedding feast, the groom
takes his wife to their new house or he leaves her
at her relative's house as they agreed earlier. They
perform some traditional dances in the wedding.

Generosity

Bedouins welcome the guest. One of the
traditions that the guest salutes the host from his
camel and the host welcomes him and asks him to
get down and takes him to a place that is far away
from the house. The host brings the coffee and
prepares it on fire infront of him. It is offered to the
guest with dates. The guest usually does not stay
for a long time. The type of hosting is determined
by the social position of the guest. Nowadays, the
guest comes in his car and the host receives and
welcomes him,.

Bedouins give priority to some traditional industries like hairs houses. They build houses from
sheep and goats hair. They also make jackets, covers and blankets of this hair. They use the leather
of animals to make materials help them to prepare milk in. They make some woollen blankets
and decorations for the house. Out of wool, they make saddles for their camels. These traditions
have started to disappear gradually except for what is made for trade due to the availability of
substitutions. People now are working in the government instead of raising animals.
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Desert
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The journeys are set after dealing with
neighbours or a family or two, then, they
move together to a certain place. They face
troubles in these journeys because they cross
long distances on feet. They carry their
luggage and short people on camels. The
journey starts in the early moming and the
family meets in the night in a place that is set

in advance. This is how they arrange for the
journey until they reach the place and tent
there for undetermined period of time. They
also move in winter to places covered with
trees to protect their families and animals
from the severe cold and wind. In summer,
they travel to place with shade and water or
travel to the close villages to harvest dates
and others stay in the desert to take care of
Migration and moving from their animals.
a place to another are very
old traditions that are still in
existence. People abandon
their coastal houses which
constitute  their source of
income and travel to their
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ancestors' houses to seek living
there. Their only source uf
income there is (Mabsli) palm
iree because this tree grows
abundantly and can be taken
care of with the farmers' efforts
to contribute to business men
and the tree's owners and give
them some of the pmdf.;{'m.
Those who can afford buying a
tree, they depend on themselves
in providing food to their
families. The migration period

The wise government took care of these
children and built schools in some far away
villages like al- Jaza' and al- Dhafrat to teach
the student the curriculum. It encourages the
farmers to dig well to repair there lands and
farm them so they can get use of their fruits
and vegetables. It solved the water problems
as well. Now the water is provided to these
places through tankers. Their are health centers
with good doctors.

In the past, people were having trouble
providing food stuff and other requirements
because of the lack of stores. They depended
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is 2 to 3 months. Bedouin is a
name for desert people who
move from a place to another
seeking for food and water
without feeling obliged to stay
in a certain place. They move
to places on camels.

long distances to provide fish and then sell it

They spent more than month to continue this
mission. This journey is headed by aman called
"al- A'qeed" who handles all the counting, and
receiving matters.

In the current time, things changed. The
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mostly on meat and milk. They travelled for

to other villages, then buying their demands.

Al- Mur Salim al- Wihaibi said "travelling
for Beduins is like blood in our veins. We
cannot abandon desert. It is a history and we
don’t face problems there. We practice many
things like raising animals, gathering dates
and we do some social gatherings daily"”.
After renaissance, our movements became
even easier after using cars. We can say that
living in deserts is disappearing because lots
of people chose to settle down in certain
places and prefer using the new technologies
with out leaving the desert traditions. This
means that they build houses provided with
full technological devices like TV's, mobiles,
different channels and AC's but they are still
raising animals. They also send their children
to learn in schools and colleges.

Bedouins can ride their car to the nearest store
and buy whatsoever. Life is easy and simple.
These people are courageous, truthful, loyal,
trustworthy and generous. They are known of
honesty and frankness in discussing things and
urgent cases. They consult each other to solve
things. If the case is complex, the members
headed by the Sheikh of the tribe gather to
solve it. They start working in the case after
they reached a solution because their houses
are distant and they only meet in special
occasions like weddings and Eids. They
discuss camels’ matters in theirs gatherings
and they tell tales about ancestors because they
urged them to work and perform better. They
also discuss matters concerning traveling and
their troubles. They recite poems that are full
of wisdom. instructions and memories like
Azi, Hambal, Tagroud, Tariq, etc. They are
still preserving good traditions and leave what
is not favoured.
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Embroidery is considered as one of the
creative engraving arts drawn by skillful
hands. In Oman, every governorate has a
special traditional dress which represents
the identity of residing people. Your
Assayel magazine chose the suri garments,
Dishdasha for male & clothes for female
which many wilayats of the shargia region
are famous of, particularly the north.

Embroidering & nominations

The suri’s dishdasha is very special of its stitching
and needlework which attract the attention. In the
past, the Suri Dishdasha is been stitched by golden
or silver threads. with the passing of time, it is
stitiched with different colours and called as "Suri
Dishdasha. Mutawei Dishdasha is a single plain

colour with similar colours of embroidering.

The first stage

Usually women stitch the suri dishdasha only by
putting it into a very special basket made of palm
leaves known as "Jubba" to protect it from damage.
It takes about 7 days to stitch the garment by taken
measurements of a person and it is cut lengthwise
into three parts , right , middle and left side. The
three parts later are stitched and sleeve is linked
by right and left cloths to design " Banjia" (has a
rectangular shape underneath armpit). After that,
Banjia is stitched in Tareez (piece at the side of
dishdasha from down) and sleeve is made. later,
dishadasha’ neck is made and picket is stitched.

Method of dishdasha embroidery

suri dishdasha stitching is followed by
dishdasha embroidery. It begins from
pocket up to neck and later lower of the
sleeve is stitched in circular design. Al
allaba is made ( a broad line of beautiful
dappling behind back) and later Al
Madfoon is created (articular stitching
behind sleeve to support embroidery).
After that, shoulder process begins (a
broad line of embroidery on shoulder).

kitan & frusha

kitan (underneath neck) & frusha process requires a
very special work by two ladies cooperating in making
it. They hold the dishdasha around neck while frusha
is fallen and used for decoration.

Method of cloth embroidery

Suri cloths of women do not differ a lot in stitching
compared to male suri clothes. The difference is that
there is no Ollaba (design made at the back) in female
suri clothes and shoulder's embroidery only.

Suri cloth
Women wear Suri dishdasha under the traditional dress
and it is the same of embroidery and stitching.

Suriya cap

Suri cap for boys and girls are used as head's cover and
child wears it after maturity and a festival is made for
him called " Houl Houl"( traditional way of celebration
of child's birthday). Child's cap is similar to the normal
cap but it covers the cars only. Girl's cap 1s as same as
hijab that it covers the head, shoulders.

Carpe:ts industry is full of creation and
composition secrets. Few people only
know the details of this industry. Only interested
people know better about this old and renewing
industry. It is considered old because of the
materials used in it like the wool and silk, and itis
modern because of the new embroidery, models,
colors and the composition of the threads. It
is one of the environmental industries that use
natural pure wool. The wool used in this industry
depends on the raw materials of the countries
producing it. The craftsmen makes it depending
on paintings, pictures and patterns to come up
with embroideries with different beautiful colors
and images. Recently in Ibra, a training program
for making carpets is launched. About 50 female
trainees are participating in the program in all the
wilayats of the region under the supervision of
the Directorate General of Social Development
and the Liquefied Natural Gas Company.

Flowers Pasture(Marj al- Zohoor) Institute
for training executes a program of training for
girls for successive six months. The sum cost
of the program is RO77, 000 covering all the
materials, tools, transportation, the center of
the courses costs, the residence of the girls, and
the scholarships. The institute offers certificates
ratified from the Ministry of Labor for the trainees
after the completion of the course. This course
aims to improve the trainees especially those
belonging to social insurance families by making
them doing some work, taking responsibility, and
having an income source for them. It also aims
to improve the girls' potentials in this job to let
them decide soon after if they will join private
sector or start their own projects. This course has
not been held in al- Shargiva Region before and
for the first time the girls are trained to work on
Farsi carpets.

The primary preparations for carpets industry go
through a group of processes by using "al-Nool",
which is a tool made of two vertical and two
horizontal pieces of wood and a ruler. The tool
has small medium and big sizes.

The second process is "al-Neer" that is
to arrange the threads and separate them
to make them individual or in pairs.
The third process is the embroidery
stage, which is to arrange and shape the
threads according to the requirements.
The last process is shaping the carpet
until the carpet is complete. 30% of the
program training is theoretical and 70%

is practical.

-1t is difficult for us now to see the dry palm trees because of scarcity of water .and lack of care of agriculture.

Tell us about your journeys in the past.

In the past our journeys were mostly on foot
or by camels. We used to travel to Muscat and
Sur for business. It took us 10 days to go and
come back from Muscat when we went in
caravans but it took us two days only when we
went walking. We walked through a shortcut
road from Mas in Dima Wa al- Taeen, crossing
Dagmar to Al- Amerat. Salem bin Rashid was
our trade mediator in that time. However, it
took us 4 days to go and come back to Sur.
We preferred going to Sur because it was
close. When we sell our goods, we buy our
requirements like rice, coffee and clothes.

*Tell us about your journeys abroad.

My firstjourney was to Zanzibar. | worked there
as merchant and stayed there for three years
meanwhile My father died and there weren‘t
means of transportation as it is now. We used
letters only, and then I came back. | traveled to
the UAE and remained there less than a year.
After that I travelled to KSA and stayed there
4years, then to Bahrain and stayed there for8

months then I went back home when | heard
that [ had a new baby. Salem. Again I went
to Bahrain and came back when my brother.
Hammad died. He lived in Sur, I worked again
in the UAE but [ didn‘t stay long because I
preferred to came back home and work here. |
was able to use all the transportation methods
but it was very hard to depart your family and
home.

*What do you know about traditional
arts?
There is diversity of arts in Oman depending
on the nature of the place where Omani people
live such as deserts, coasts or the interior .Oman
has a lot of such arts which are considered as
culture by its own because these arts involve
many elements. It isnt difficult to compose a
poem but it is difficult to write directly in a

certain situation or a singing gathering like Al-

Razha or Al-Maidan. There were poets who
didn‘t have a chance to be famous but their
poems are still echoing in the society. People
used to compete each other in poems and held

argumentative sessions that last for hours and
hours if they were attended by people who
taste the poems well.

What do vou think of today's generation?
Today's generation needs to be grateful to Allah
for his wide blessings. They must appreciate
the blessings of education in schools, colleges,
universities and different institutions. They
must work hard to contribute in Oman's
improvement. We didn’t have such chances.
We worked hard to hve, and we travelled
abroad. Today every thing is available so they
should thank Allah.

Afte, 1970 things changed dramatically .During
the reign of His Majesty Sultan Qaboos ,happiness
covered citizens .Ignorance was replaced with
knowledge .and people lived in safety and
peace .Schools and hospitals were built in most
of the areas in the Sultanate then other services
followed .Development started to crawl in until
the Sultanate reached what you see now.
