Almofarjah is fixed at the
threshold of the door side.The
other partition is the lock system
which is called (almo”allakah),
and it is a wooden piece with a
hole where the door’s latch goes
in to lock the door tightly. The
door which is closed in such way
by joining these pieces of wood
together can’t be opened without
knowing the specific way in
getting into (Al mul akah) and
{mofrajah) and that is why this

way is called (Houses of Lock).

Mostly houses of locksr are built
on the hell of the mountains.
Teday they can be observed
easily in many places of
Musandam Province particularly
in the old houses in Harim
Mountain and the surrounding

mountains, Big stones were

used to build such houses which
were brought from the foot of
the neighboring mountains. The
construction takes the shape of
a square or rectangle and was
made sometimes by digging
holes inside the ground for one
meter deep. Doors of these
houses were made parallel to the
ground surface and were made of
wood. A small ladder is needed
sometimes in some houses to
get down into the ground. The
style of these houses has being
accustomed by the inhabitants as
a part of their security. Whoever
wants to get into a such house,
he/she must creep on his knees

in a squatting way.

In every house, people use
to store some of their living

requirements in earthen jars of

different shapes. Some of these
jars are very big that can’t go
through doors and because
inhabitants were very concerned
about them, they put them in a
special place inside the house
before making the roof. In fact,
these jars were mainly used in
reserving some food such as
dates, grains, honey and some

dry food.

MATERIALS USED IN
BUILDING HOUSES OF
LOCK:

MOUNTAIN ROCKS AND
MOUNTAIN STONES:-

Houses of lock were made of

different sizes of rocks and
stones which were fixed very
carefully, Sometimes these rocks

need to be polished and broken

in order to join them to each other.
The rocks which are used to build
the base of the house are in a big
size.. It is observed that in building
these houses, clay is rarely used
except that was used in covering and
protecting the roofs of the houses
in hilly places. As to the roofs. it is
seen that inhabitants of these places
used branches of trees to cover the
houses. These trees were chosen for
their strong solid woods in order to

bear up the difficult conditions.

As a matter of fact, inhabitants of

these places were used to build
some stony houses near their living
houses, but different in that they are
above the earth. In these houses,
mainly goats and fodder were kept
inside. Besides there are ponds
made of stones used to collect rains
for cooking. Close to these houses,

there are sometimes an agricultural

grandstands used to plant fodder for
the animals. Inhabitants depended
on rains to use water and to irrigate

their crops.

To preserve this inherited culture
and its historical importance, the
Ministry of Tourism has played a
very important role that resulted
in the project of restoring the Fort
of Khasab and building a house
similar to (houses of lock) inside
the premise of the fort. Some of
an old and professional people
were assigned in constructing that
house due to their work experience
in that field. Visitor now can have
the chance to learn more about the
construction, usage and importance
of these houses. They have also a
good chance to know something
about the social, economical and
cultural life of the people who lived

in that houses.

The race was attended by many
audiences who started gathering
at (Sahl Ateen) where the race
took place. These kind of races
are loved by Omanis because
they are practiced at Eids and
special occasions. Horse rid-
ers in these races always wear
the Omani traditional uniform
and recite some exciting poets
among them. Each two riders of
alardha races hold each other
and then release their horses for
about 300 m.

The Carnival

For the honor of the Day of Re-
naissance, 40 horses participat-
ed in a walking festival starting
from Sahl Ateen crossroad to the
Municipality Recreation Centre
which hosts the Kareef activities.
On this carnival, horses whinny-
ing and their foot steps mixed
up with the heroically songs of
the jockeys who presented a

wonderful epic. Many folks art

from different wilayats of the

Sultanate and Dhofar Governor-
ate contributed in the carnival.

The horses which took part in

the carnival added a traditional
distinctive feature through the
show performed by the jockey
while wearing their traditional
uniforms with addition to the
horses accessories which often
are made of silver.

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The second type is a large and yel-
low and it is domesticated so it can
be found in gardens. It is an is not
an aggressive and produces a lot
of honey. This type also can fights
climatic changes especially high
temperature. In this type of honey-
bees, there are many active queens
which lay eggs and make honey-
combs with different shapes.
HONEYBEES DISCOVERY
Honeybees are discovered by two
ways; either by tracing the bee di-
rection after drinking or by track-
ing its saliva in the stones which is
locally called (Algas). If the bee is
of domesticated type, its saliva is
circular but if it is (Abutowaig), its
saliva is rectangular. According to
these two ways, the hive's posi-
tion can be estimated to (200-300)
meters away but only experts can
trace and track honeybees,

HONEYBEES ACCOMMODATION

Domesticated honeybees are ac-
commodated inside hollow trunks of
dead palm tress which are selected
with perfect care where they are no
longer than B0 c¢m and their diam-
eter is 20 em. This process is per-
formed after the natural flying of the
bees from the hives which is called
{Algazaf). These bees don't land in
the new hives directly but stay in
a nearby tree. At that time, honey
man invests the chance to accom-
modate the bees in the trunks. Be-
fore this process, the honey man
cleans the trunk and put it in a
proper place. He also cut a honey-
comb from another hive which has
honey and pollen so the bees can
eat. The honeycomb is fixed inside
the hollow trunk by a wooden stick.
Maturally the bees take the shape of

the honeycomb they are put in. Fore
example, if the honeycomb is circu-
lar, the bees make the same shape
and normally honeycombs are cir-
cular, rectangular and square. After
preparing the new place, the honey
man brings the hive and put it first
in a bag made of palm leaves. Then,
it is placed inside the trunk by tap-
ping the bag gently to force bees
to leave it and go inside the trunk.
Next, the honey man cover the hive
with stones and mud and leaves
a small hole to let bees to go and
come while doing their jobs. To en-
sure the existence of the hive, wa-
ter is put nearby in a traditional way
which reflects the skillfulness of the
Omani people.

However, for (Abutowaig), the rural
type which is not domesticated, it is
housed in trees and shelters similar
to mountainous caves. These shel-
ters differ from each other in sum-
mer and winter. In winter, they are
put against the sun but in summer
they need shade and cold air so,
they are put in higher places.

Looking at the kingdom of the hon-
eybees, there are many inquiries
and one of them is how each bee
knows its hive. It is found that each
hive is different from another in that
it has its own features and smell,
50 bees don't mix up. God inspires
bees with strong smell which use to
recognize its hive.

HONEY EXTRACTING

The process of extracting honey
starts by pulling out the stones
from the trunks. Then, the honey
man lights a fire in order to make a
smoke to drive out bees so, he can
cut the honeycomb with his knife.

TYPES OF OMANI HONEY

There are several kinds of Omani
honey and each kind differs from
another in its taste and color. There
is (sadr honey) which comes from
the flowers of lotus jujube tree. This
honey is available in Winter and
it is golden in color. Another type
is called (baram assamr) which is
made up of the flowers of acacia
tree. It is available in summer and
it is red and tasty. The third type is
imasayif honey) which is made up
of many trees such as (assarh &
ashow) and it is white. It is available
between winter and summer (March
& April). The fourth type comes from
a tree called (alisaf), a spiny tree,
and this honey is white in color.
There is also (atala’ tree honey)
and it is available in summer after
acacia tree honey. The sixth type
is the honey from the trees of (al-
boot & alotom) and can be found in
April and it is white. The last type is
the honey of (assidaf) tree which is
harvested in March especially in a
rainy season and it is white.
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Who doesn’t like hon-
ey and like Its color,
shape and purity?
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Some people feel afraid when
coming near beehives or even
when see a bee flying to one of the
tarm's flowers sucking the flower's
nectar and transporting another
flowers pollen giving life to future
plants. This bee even if it stings. it
iz still kind and soft. Omanis since
early times have become friend-
ly with it and benefited from its
sweet honey which has cure ness
and food for people. Not only that,
but those who work with bees are
more active because they have
discovered the society of bees
which never know the laziness
and which are characterized by
team-work and accuracy in fulfill-
ing their job.

Since our childhood, we used to
walk between fruited farms of
dates, lemons and mangoes and in

e
e

our safari trips, we always looked
up haping to ind a beehive to cut
it if nobody owns it. While climb-
ing the tree to get the beehive,
many funny anecdotes happening
especially if the climber is afraid
of bees' striking. If the attacker is
frightened, he might jump down of
the tree and bees start chasing him
till they satisfy with their stings all
over his body especially the face
area, Then, our friend changes
into a swollen person who gets
angry by our lightings while look-

ing at his face.

Honeybees live in a special shel-
ters calied hives and most of hives
are in rural areas but human bring
them and keep them at home
In Oman there are two types of
bees; one is small which is called
{Abutuwaiq) and exists in north of
Oman. Thizs type makes only
one waxy  honeyocomb
which holds honey at its
top and eggs at its bol-
tom.

One of these customs is the competition
of causing milk to flow of camels and drinking it which is well-known in the
governorate among camels® owners, keepers and lovers of this inherited
tradition. Assayel unveils the specifications of this beautiful competition
when its team visited willyat Thamrait where the milking competition
took its place.
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Day of Milking

Monday 21* of August 2006
was a unique day in the fourth
festival of annual domestic
camel races because this
day witnessed the holding of
the competition of camels’
milking and drinking in
Thamrait. A lot of people
gathered at the place of the
milking to enjoy themselves.
About 120 camels participated
in the competition.

Uniqueness and
Distinguishing

The competition of camel’s
milking in  Thamrait is
derivative because it
combines between milking
and drinking the milk at the
same time and it is normally
happens at the outer country
estate of the participated
camels which enables a large
participation. The competition
takes long time due to the
steps taken before and during
it. The first step is assigning
the participated camels and
then separated them from
other camels according to
their ages. Then the camels
are divided into two main
sections: (Huzami) and (Non-
Huzami) and each section is
made up of three aged groups:
(albikr- althano-alfitr).

The competition starts when
two persons or three come to
milk the camel in a big bowl
and when they finish, the
collected milk is weighed.
The camel which produces
the largest quantity of milk is
the winner and so its owner
is declared a winner too.

Some of the collected milk is
drunk by some audiences and
some is taken to families and
friends.

Huzama (albikr)

Many camels participated in
this stage and the first winner
was the camel (Sahaba) for
Mubarak bin Salem Missan
from  willayat  Magshan
which produced 12.950 kg
of milk. The second winner
was (Hadaba) for Rashid
bin Said Missan with 12.500
kg and the third winner was
(Goyoom) for Musalam bin
Salem Missan from Magshan
with 12.350 kg.

Huzama (althano)

The first winner of this group
was (Migana) for sheik Salem
bin Musalam bin Mohammed
Alsha’shae from willayat
Thamrait with a quantity of
14.190 kg of milk. The second
winner was (Almahyoola) for
sheik Owaid bin Bakeet bin
Al from Almazyoona with a
quantity of 14 kg of milk and
the third camel was (Dalkheet)
for Salem bin Suhail Missan
from Thamrait with 14 kg of
milk.

Huzama (alfitr)

(Yaheefila) was the first
winner of this type which is
owned by Mohammed bin
Ganazil bin Said Missan from
Magshan. Yaheefila could
produce 21.500 kg of milk.
The second position was for
(Sahaba) for Mubarak bin
Salem bin Alheera Missan
from Magshan too and the
milk collected was 20.990

kg. In the third position came
(Dakhna) for sheik Salem bin
Suhail Missan from Thamrait
with 18.100 kg of milk.

Non-Huzama (albikr)

The first winner of this stage
was (Alyaeesha) for Muhana
bin Mabkhoot bin Mohammed
Missan from Magshan with
14.650 kg of milk. The second
one was (Anayila) for Alshargi
bin Ghabish Za'banoot from
almazyoona with 10.800 kg of
milk and the third camel was
(Asheera) for Said bin Salem
Alsha’shae from Thamrait
with 10.750 kg of milk.

Non-Huzama (Althano)

Horse racing of alardha shows the strong relationship between
jockey and horse and this can be seen when jockeys display their
riding skills over their horses backs in different ways with a per-
fect control over them. Alardha horse racing is done in different
ways sometimes between two jockeys taking one route each one
over his horse and sometimes the two jockeys hold each other
hands while racing, so it looks like that they ride the same horse.
A group of jockeys participate in alardha horse racing, each two
race together presenting wonderful and beautiful creativeness
which enjoys and excites spectators.

Khamees Alma’mari told us about times of making alardha races
which were made every Thursday with the participation of 60
Jockeys riding their horses in a magnificent picture proving their
complete control over their horses. Alardha is also made during
Eids (alfitr & aladha), Alma'mari said. ‘We performed alardha
in Alkamil two days before the eid and in Alwafi one day before
the eid.” “This shows how the people of both places love to each
other. So, when we go to Alwafi, jockeys their meet us happily
and some jockeys of Ja'lan Bani Bu Hassan and Bani Bu Al
meet us t0o.”

His Sons with Horse

Alma’mari spoke about his sons and their love to horsemanship
saying that in this prosperous era. his sons have a big chance
to participate in horse activities around the Sultanate but before
1970 they only practiced their horsemanship in neighborhood

because of rough roads.

First,
it combines between the contest of (mahalibah) and (mizanyyah) and between the
competition of camel contests. Secondly, it is located in such place that overlooking
Salalah which is 60 km far from it, so Thamriat has an interesting of a cold air
besides a breeze of Salalah’s autumn which adds more liveliness to the annual
camel contest which comes as a result of the exalted trait of His Majesty Sultan
Qaboos Bin Saeed to the camels' owners.

One of these
conditions is, the camel
should have a big head,
attractive face and a high
ears that ought to be like a
bayonet. For nose, there are
some other specifications
besides the length of camel
neck and width. Its throat

should be wide besides ribs
and outer looks should be
harmonical such as hands
and legs. Camel must be
of medium size, the back
should be broad —based and
hips are moderate in the
hand and the tail should be
tall and wide enough. One
of the main features 15 a
camel should come from a
genuine parentage which is
well known in Oman.
