When they came back safely,
the camp made a big party to celebrate
their coming which include ‘Alayaiah’
dance. During the show 'Attagrood” folk
art- lazginika- a chapter of atlarig art-
sword dance and a beduin dance.

The show started when a big carriage
carrying a group of children rode about
around the track. Then, ancther big
children group entered to the centre of
the track to form with their colorful
clothes the flag of Oman while many
different colored balloons were

released into the sky. This show was
followed by another show of a group of
children riding on ponies and others
pulling small carriages.

Bahla has many sugarcane farms and there
are many factories of red sugar processing.

Majid bin Humaid Al-Yahyae, one of the
'young Omanis working in the processing of
iha":‘ﬂménli;ugarcane' in Bahla, provide us
with very important information about the
sugarcane manufacturing.

Maijid said that Willayat Bahla
has several inherited crafis
which are still alive because
they are carried out by the
youths and one of these crafls
is the Omani sugarcane manu-
facturing due to its financial
importance. The reason under
this fame of this industry is that
Bahla is also famous for agri-
culture in the region with its big
number of farms of sugarcane
with the addition of sugar pro-
cessing factories. Majid added
that this craft needs special
care and attention. The season
of planting sugarcane starts on
February and lasts for the
whole year where it is harvest-
ed on February and March. To
plant the sugarcane, farmers
first prepare the earth and cut
sugarcane into parts and bury
them in a syslematic way.
Then, the sugarcane must be
watered weekly to get a better
guality and amount of money.
The sugarcane is kept growing
for one year and then it is har-
vested in a collective way by
the help of the farmer’'s family
and the people of the area once

a year. The harvesting starts on
February and lasts for two
months till March. This process
happens by cutting the sugar-
cane from underneath and
taken out dry leaves. Next, it is
tied up and transported to the
factory to be squeezed, cooked
and backed there.

Al-Yahyae said further that in
the past the sqgueezing
process was done traditionally
through old equipments which
were operated by human body
and animails, however,
because of the new technolo-
gy, today these equipments
are not used but still kept for
heritage purpose. Before it is
ready for usage, the process-
ing of the sugar care goes
through several steps: first, it's
cut and transported to the fac-
tory. In the factory, it is
squeezed by a machine called
‘alma’sara’. After squeezing, it
is carried to a big pan called
‘almargal’ to be cooked. During
the cooking period, the sugar
is stirred regularly. ‘Ashrag’
which comes as the result of
sugar squeezing is a famous
sweet juice among Omanis.
When the sugar is well cooked,
it is poured into pools of
cement and left there for two
weeks lo dry. Finally, it is
packed into big bags made of
date palm leaves called 'grap’
and sold in markets.

Sugarcane Derivatives

There are three derivatives for
the sugarcane; the main one is
‘the red sugar' and used after it

is dried. 'Azeeq’ is the nexl one
and it is similar to the red sugar
but it isn't dried. The third one
is ‘alkhameer’ and it is the lig-
uid that runs out of the ‘grap’,
the red sugar container's
which is collected in pools.

Sugarcane Benefits

Majid Al-yahyae said that the
red sugar has many benefits
but he will mention some of
them as examples. First, it is
used to stop stomach-ache and
the red sugar juice ‘shirage’ is
beneficial for braking up calcu-
lus. The Omani red sugar is
mainly used in making Omani
‘halwa’ which is well known to
the public by its unique flavor.
Sugarcane can also be used
as a juice by adding lemon and
ice. Even the waste of sugar-
cane is used as food for ani-
mals and fertilizers.

Financial Benefit

‘This depends according to
demanding’ as Al-Yahyae stat-
ed but in general it is very
good income although the
manufacturing of the sugar-
cane is expensive because it
needs a lot of workers. The
price for 4 kilograms of the red
sugar is between RO 8-12
when there is a high demand
and the price of one 'grap’ is
RO 120. The high price of the
red sugar is traced to the
shortage of water, the difficulty
of manufacturing and lack of
people who work on this pro-
fession.

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First, we asked him about how to pre-
pare a camel for racing and said ' this is
a process which needs experience and
patience from the trainer but in general
first the camel is trained to put the bridle
and adapt it. Then, it is trained to go and
come willingly. After that, comes the
stage of training it to kneel down and fol-
lowing it by a car while walking. Jabir
Alwihibi also talked about diet and said '
diet of camels during a race preparation
is very important and it is considered as
the other half part of training in the world
of camels. This phase starts by reducing
the food offered to the camel in order not
to gain wait and get a paunch, so run-
ning becomes hard. Alwihibi added that
camels' food is expensive and needs
special care so it is important to have
people who take care of these animals
and feed them well. This food consists of
alfalfa, salt, honey, ghee and medicine.
Alwihibi said that some camels’ farms
cost more than RO 8000 a month.

Factors Affect Racing Camels

Assayel asked trainer Jabir Alwihibi
about diseases that might racing camels
catch and said' there are some diseases
which may affect camels of races like
(Alnukhya) which causes cold so a
camel demands rest and normally is
treated by ginger syrup. Also camels
may catch (Alkhurha), (spots appear
outside the body) and is treated by keep-
ing camels away of good smell and even
they are treated by the smell of their
dung. Alwihibi said that Alshargiya
Region is famous of purebred camels
such as (banat buwaydha, Alfarhat,
Alkhamayis, Assagi and Samha). He
continued that the selling of the best
potent affects negatively the production
of camel original descendants but potent
owner still has his reason to sell in order
to cover his expenses of potent raising.
Hagardirr_g the pq[iigg;jpn of camels,

Jabir Alwihibi said’ most of camels are
pollinated in the UAE because of exis-
tence of famous potent there but this
process has some difficulties like long
distance and sometime pollination never
happens from the first time therefore
another try is needed which causes
time-consuming.

Characters of Good Potent

Alwihibi said that camels’ owner always
seeks the best potent for his camels’ pol-
lination which comes from the original
descendants.

Almifham

Trainer Jabir said that (Atafheem) is one
of the camel's training ways to gain fit-
ness before the starting of the race
because this process helps in stretching
camel's muscles and it assures the
readiness of the camel to plunge into the
race.

Vet. Clinics

Assayel asked Alwihibi about the impor-
tance of vet. clinics to camels' trainers
and said’ we are always in need for such
clinics because these camels are
exposed to many diseases whether in
races or training or even while they are
in farms. He added that there is shortage

of vet. clinics so camels owners are

obliged to cross long distances to get
treatment for their camels.

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The way of extracting abalone happens when its shell is
opened to get the inside fleshes which are similar to a
human's hand. Then, these fleshes are given to
abalone’s trader who boils them in a big pan. After that
the fleshes are dried under the sun for 20 days. Then
they are packed in special boxes and sold to companies
which export them to east- Asian countries markets
where there is a big demand for abalone.

Coming to the daily extracting quantity of each diver, a
skilful diver can extract up to 7 kilograms of abalone
everyday in the first tenth days of the season which worth
{RG 420). It is noticed that there is a reduction in the
amount caught in the recent years and this is attributed
to divers' increase and overfishing. The high price of
abalone can be related to two reasons. First, the short
period of fishing season and second the existence of
many competitive companies in the area. And of course
the large demand of the Omani abalone in the world
because of its good quafity
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and weeds. It isn't only a journey in the deep of

shallow sea to discover its secrets but it is a pro-
tession that is occupied by some Omani adven-
turous divers who have learned ..o
from their work in the sea, {"ﬁ?“‘;

optimist of getting the 1
abalone.

Shortly, many seafood species didn't
get much care from fishermen and
people in Oman, but because of the
worldwide demands for specific
seafood species, many new jobs relat-
ed to the sea activities have emerged.
One of these jobs is the diving for
abalone which lives among rocks and
sea weeds. This happens in a journey
described by some divers as danger-
ous and difficult but for the sake of the
white flesh, everything becomes easy.

15 pieces of abalone equal one kilo-
gram worth (RO 60), this way how
divers, sellers and buyers count.
Everyone wishes to get a big bargain
by the end of the fishing season which
is timed by the government to protect
this valuable creature to be a renew-
able source for the region’s citizens.

Once | visited '‘Sadh’ one of the Dhofar
Governat willayats- and saw the big
concern of the Omani abalone which is
surrounded by much care from the
people because it is a very good
source of income to them. To obtain
abalone you need to be patient, strong
and courage due to what accompanies
its obtaining like cold water, thick
weeds and sea snakes which might
attack you.

Abalone is a night animal where all its
functional activities i.e. food, move-
ment and breeding take place during
night. It lives in a shallow water 2-20
meters deep. It lives inside a hard oval
shell that has a line of holes on its
sides for breathing. In order to catch
abalone, divers use traditional equip-
ments which consist of a metal similar
to a knife, binoculars and a basket tied
to their waist because new diving
equipments are not allowed to mini-
mizes fishing amount.
