The
sport of camels is a fraodifional
sport with heritage, social and
financial features and third of
the Sulianate's people are asso-
ciated with this sport and have
horses and camels that they are
favored by God fo love them.

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wheel placed on the top of the fort. This way
was also used to uplift water from wells. On
the roof of the fort there are two holes that
lead to two stores 5 meters deep used as
weapons stores. The circular platform is pro-
vided with holes for cannons and gunshots
which can spread 36 degrees. The walls rise
10 meters high. They provide a circular area
which facilitate the movement of defenders
who can shot from protected holes. Nizwa
Fort represents the development in forts
style building (1059 HI 1090 HJ), (1649-
1679 AD). This style is based on (artillery
tower) which is a defended fort until today.
Nizwa Fort can be regarded as an architecture
that came out of artillery war towers. Thus, it
is different than the previous Omani forts. Its
building is distinguished by the maximum
degree of solidity in order to be able to absorb
different kinds of artillery s convulsions.

At that time Nizwa Fort developed slightly
with the development of war technology.
Some changes were introduced in the fort s
architecture, so it was able to place lighter
cannons in undiscovered areas to reduce
harmful gases resulted from cannonballs.
Nowadays some cannons are still on the
roof and some of them were made in Nizwa

in which was engraved the name of Imam
Sultan bin Saif.

In addition to that, there is a cannon presented
to the first Omani ambassador to America in
1840 AD from Poston City in the United
States. The fort has 480 holes for shooting
enemies and 240 lamps for decoration. It also
has 120 places for shift guards who keep
watch over the fort and the city. There are 24
holes for big cannons and 40 steps for going
up. The fort was constructed on a firm foun-
dation 40 meters deep. The only possible way
to access this big establishment was through a
small curved door built on a high place in the
northern part on a small dry trench.

In the past it was possible to reach the door
only by a big wooden beam placed through
the trench which was 2 meters wide. The
wooden beam was pulled away when
unwanted visitors arrived. The double door
which are engraved with ornamental panels
made of imported solid wood. They have
engraved thresholds fixed on the columns.
These doors lead to a stairway passage in the
walls thickness. Then, the stairway passage
leads to another six doors and six staircases
consist of 66 steps. In the past the guard had
to open these heavy doors one after another
according to the outside guard s order.

During the modern Omani renaissance
under the wise leadership of His Majesty
Sultan Qaboos. Ministry of Heritage and
Culture made a
comprehensive
study to renovate
this historical build-
ing. It was renovat-
ed in order to stay
as a distinguished
monument combin-
ing the ancestry his-
tory and the bright
present.

fort and its first part was built by
Imam As Sult bin Malik in 237
HG/ 851 AD. In other narration
the castle was built about 12
years before Assult became
Imam. Then, it was rebuilt dur-
ing Imam Nasser bin Murshid
Al-Yuarubi s era in 1034 HJ /
1624 AD. Both the castle and
the fort were used as an adminis-
trative building of the Wilayet
and over centuries it was used as
accommodation for Imams and

waliys.

The castle is quadrangular that
includes a prison and the wali
majlas ( sitting room) where he
deals with citizens complains and
welcomes guests. The castle
oversees the city and is located in
the old city in Algr district in
Nizwa. Algr district is near the
souq which stretches to the outer

gate near the old Aljuma Mosque.

Because of the important role
that Nizwa played throughout the
historical former eras in the inte-
rior, Imam Sultan bin Saif Al-
Yu arubi. the successor of Nasser
bin Murshid Al-Yu arubi, built
Miwa Fort between 1649 and
1679. Nizwa Fort is considered

its central
location in
Nizwa and
its adjacent
to the old
political
position
Nizwa Castle- and for its distin-
guished height, Nizwa Fort is
considered as the most important
historical monument in Oman. It
took over 12 wvears to build.
Imam Sultan spent what he
gained from one of his historical
battle known as (Dew) where the
Imam s troops captured a lot of
profits and treasures. It is said
that Dew was one of the biggest
Portugues navy eastern centre.
Imam Sultan bin Saif excavated
Barkt Al-Muz Falaj between Izki
and Nizwa . The Imam s aim in

building the fort was to protect

that interior oasis and the roads
surrounded it.

The fort is considered as the
main building in the castle and
its large circular building was
built of stones and Omani clay.
It rises to 115 foot and approxi-
mately 150 in diameter. It is a
flat platform constructed on
stony filled foundation 15

climbed

through nar-

row  steps

shaped as.

At every

step s turn,

there is a

door wused to impede the
progress of possible enemies.
There are seven turns defended
by upper holes used for throw-
ing cannonballs over the attack-
ers. Under each turn there is a
well and in front of it there is a
door with locks. [f the enemy
slipped away from the cannon-
balls or hot water or boiled dibis
( palm trees honey) which are
poured from the holes, the
enemy would fall in the well. In
case he slipped away from the
both wells and holes, he would
be hindered by the gate. If he
slipped away from one turn, he
wouldn t be able to escape from
the second. The fort is provided
with its needs and water from
inside wells and a spring under
it. There are stores for ammuni-

tion and provisioning materials.

The provisioning materials were
uplifted by ropes from holes tow-
ering the fort roof and turming a

The Wilayat of

Ras Alhad

The area of Ras Alhad os mentioned
earlier is one of Sur's two provinces
and it is considered to be among the
beautiful sites for tourism encom-
passed by the beaches of Shargiya
Region. It is 41 kilometres away from
the city cenfre and its beach 5 fea-
tured by bays and rocky formations
lying down closer to sea water, and
acting as habitats for different birds
such as gulls and sea swallows that
come searching for food and rest
while migrating towards cold regions.
Besides, the tranguil water running
through the golden sands of Ras Alhad
makes a spectacular picture for the
Mother Nature. Consequently, such
chaming and fantastic views dlong
with the quiet water located far away
from populated towns cannot be
found in other beaches.

The History of Ras Alhad

The location of this area is dated back.

to 4000-3000 B.C. as indicated by the
architectural discoveries of the place,
e.g. the architectural fower, and

Raasginz as a beautiful tourist position in

Raasalhad. According to pieces of pot-
tery found in Raasginz. this region used
to have frade routs with the civilization
of Inds Valley in the third century B.C. It
was also a very important frade location
in the fifth and fourth centuries B.C. as
represented by architectural remains
like marine and fishing fools, and some
trade materials brought from abroad
such as copper and censes.

The Turtle Sanctuary

Ras Alhadis turtle sanctuary plays a
great role in attracting a large number
of tourists. The region of Raasalhad has
this unique sanctuary as a best place
for the nests of turtles which has an
area of 120 square kilometers including
coastal places and beaches, sea bed,
and inlets of Higr and Grama. In addi-
tion, this sanctuary embraoces some
places for the nests of various types of
turtles, e.g. green turtles that are con-
sidered as very beautiful and rare tur-
tles reaching a population of 20 thou-
sand and nesting in more than 275
locations along the beaches of Oman.
Since the area of Raasginz provides the
protection against extinction, these tur-

tles take it as a peaceful resort at which
they lay their egags.

The area of Raasalhad has also
gained ifs importance as a fourist
location because of having ' small
mangroves scattered all along the
eastern beach, and the clusiers of
coral reefs spread all over the rocky
beaches.

The Fort of Ras Alhad

This fort is located. in the province of
Ras Alhad in Sur. It is one of the most
important historical landmarks in this
area which was built in the period from
1560 to 1570. It has two towers, some
vents for protection and surveillance,
and some stores for dump. This fort,
which is 16 metres long and 13 metres
wide with a height of 13-25 meires,
was restored in 1989,

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Medical Dmani Terms:

Many definitions and terms that are found in
herbal medicine books deserve to be reviewed:

Al Labkha : It is used to relieve from tumors, to
calm down pains and to transform congestion. A
treatment material is put on a stretched paste
or a piece of { Qamar Al Deen ) or a cioth or a
piece of goat leather. Fore example, cotton seed
cataplasm is made of seeds that are cooked with
water and is put on a cloth and then il is
wrapped over the pain.

Al lasook: It is amid at treating sores, and the
main material used to make a glue is beeswas

and flour paste with palms date honey or yeast °

flour with olive oil and halwa.

Al Marham: [Al Marham ) is an ointment which is
used to treal different skin diseases, wounds
and swellings. Arabs used honey apple in the past
to make an ointment. However, the most famous
pintment is absolutely the honey wax ointment
with oil or sesame oil which is known as the sim-
ple pintment . It can be used direclly or in addi-
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tion to an antiseptic material such as sulfur.

Al Marookh or Adihan: It is like an ointment but it
is put on healthy skin non-suppuration skin . The
skin is rubbed continually to release congestion
from deep to surface in order to activate a weak
organ. Dlive oil is the most important component of
Al Marookh. If 18 g of ammonia is added to a haif
kilo of oil, an ammonia ocintment is made which is
used to rub swelling body areas to relieve the pain.

Al Mughli : It means to dissolve the treatment
material from herbs using hot water. The met-
god of making Al Mughli is to soak the medical
roots or peels in cold water and then put the
mixture on the fire for 18 minutes to boil. After
itis taken out off the fire, it is purified and used.

Al Mashook or Asoot: It is a medical powder given
through nose. The purpose of using it is to agi-
tate mucous membrane to make sneezing or to
stop nosebleed.

Traditional herbal medicine in the Sultanate of Oman
has a great popularity and a wide importance by indi-
viduals since the ancient time. This importance has
progressed till today. In the Omani history we can find
bright names in medicine and treatment field such as
Ibin Hashem who is the author of ( Fakahat Ibin
Assabeel ) and Amer bin Massod Al Mantheri who is the
writer of ( Kashf Alassrar Almakhfiya ) and many other
books.

This medical profession was the main way of treatment
as there were no equipped hospitals available as it is
nowadays. Herbal treatment and other
issues have continued side by side with the modern
medicine and so they have become a traditional sign
and a valuable part in the Omani history and knowledge
in searching for treatment for diseases that attack
people. Sometimes they are mistaken and sometimes
they are successful.

Studying this field we can find that perfumery shops
and medical and perfumery herbal selling have spread
in all places in the Sultanate. However, it is observed
that the Omani resorts to take herbs only from a per-
son who knows the herbs and its benefits and is very
famous especially those who succeeded in finding out
cured treatments for many diseases.

This container is
narrowed to become round
and at its top it is tied with four
ropes joined together and tied
again to a long rope that is used
by a farmer when he collects
dates.

(Al mizfan) or adda'n is a pile of
palm branches used fo spread
cates over it to become dry. Itis
also ‘wsed in building houses
called barasti houses. [Almizfan)
is made of palm branches of
removed spines. The branches
are: soaked in the falgj (small
river] for 3 days and then it is
divided info two equal parts. A
number of men gather to tie the
branches together using leaves
until they finish the work forming
Almizfan.

There are other home-made
crafts such as the Almabkharo
which is used to hold clothes
while perfuming them with
Bukhor (burning- perfume makes
smoke). Almabkhara is made of
palm branches of removed
spines. The branches are cut of
and soaked in water to be soff,
Then, they are twisted in a figure
leaving hexagonal holes for
smoke to escape. Four friangle
pieces are formed and com-
bined together. The four pieces
are then fixed in strong four
bases of palm branches and cir-
cles of the same item are tied
around Almabkhara to make it
strong. At the final, it is ready for
using with its pyramidal shape
that sits on four bases raise
above the ground with an open
top.

‘Alhabool or what is called
Alsow' in other parts of the
Sultanate is a strip made of rope
a farmer tie it around his waist to
help climb date palm trees and
protects him from falling down.
Alhabool is made of date palms
ficre which is soaked in water
and dried. The fibre is rubbed
and twisted to make a rope of
20 meters long which s
wrapped with a cloth. The rope
is bent in the middle and both
parts of it are twisted to make a
plait. This plait is tightened more
by inserting some wooden sticks
between its holes. These sticks
are pulled one after another
and so the plait is tightened. A
meter and a half of the plait is
left without being pulled with
sficks. The left side of the plait is
tied with @ rope called (gabt)
and the right side is tied with a
rope called (cssagq). Finally, it is
cleared up.

[Alareesh) Is a summer house
used in the past by Omanis. It is
made of compressed palm
frunks. Alareesh is built first by
digging holes around the select-
ed area which are the founda-
fions. Tree frunks are fixed in the
holes and joined by Adda'n [ o
large piece made of palm
branches) which form the house
wall. Adda'n is also used as g
ceiling for Alareesh.

Altabl (a drum) is mainly made
of a tree called (assidrah).
About one and a half meter of
this tree trunk is cut. First, it is
cleared up form dirt and then it
is hollowed to form a cylindrical
shape. After that, it is dried
under the sun for a week. Later,
it is polished with oil to become
brown. Skin of an animal called
{Ashin) is put over the drum hole
and tightened with ropes.

The journey into the creative
handicrafts made by Omanis,
needs much search. Thus, we
specify this space in the first issue
to talk about the traditional
handicrafts which spread in the
Musandam Govermnarate specif-
ically making the efforfs fo seek
for the rest of other handicrafts
found in different parts of the
Sultanate.

[Assuffa) is.a woven palm leaves
is a Beduin wormen craft. This is
how it is made: First, leaves are
washed and chopped. Then.
they are colored with different
colors. After that, they are putin
the water to make them soft, so
they can be plaited. Women
plait some braids from these
leaves and make them infe a
long strip. Unnecessary parts are
cut .up to make [suffa) in order
to be ready for using in many
things such as baskets, fans,
mats efc.

[Alhaseer) is the mat which is
made of (Assuffa) and this is
how 1t is made. First, about 20
meters of [Assuffa) are put in the
water to be soft - and easy for
weaving. With a needle and a
thread, woman starts to weave
Assuffa as a first step. Then, the
woman puts the woven leaves
between her legs and joins the
ends of the strip together. The
process continues fill the 20

In Oman, there are variation of handicrafts which form a glorious civi-
lized inheritance and perhaps most of them rely on a date palm tree
and its parts.

Mecessity is the mother of invention- as known since a long lime-
necessity to life has pushed Omanis to invest the surrounded environ-
ment's items and changed them into tools used in their daily life. Thus,
these handicrafts have made widespread markets everywhere and
beside those who use and keep these handicrafts, there are skillful
craftsmen and craffswomen, sellers, buyers and shops that display what
Omani needs of such handicrafis.

[Alkhasaf) is dates storing con-
tainer and made of Asuffa
which is made of palm leavesin
a strip shape: Asuffa of 8 meters
long is taken and moisten with
water to be soft and easy for
sewing. Then; asuffa’s edges are
bent in the intended size and
weaved in a cylinder shape.
Alkhasf is ready for dates storing
when ifs exfra parts are cuf up.

(Alkhafeer) is the bosket which is
made of palm leaves and used
by fishermen to carry their fish in.
It is also used for carmying dates
by farmers and for carrying
goods. Alkhafeer is made of
Asuffa of 4 cm wide. First,
Albadwa (the start) is

Asuffa and it is the foundation of
Alkhafeer. Then, Asuffa s
weaved in a circular shape up
to 1 meter high. After that, two
handles are fixed in both sides of
Alkhaferr so it is easy to be car-
ried. If it is higher than 1 meter, it
is called "Mizmah.

Alkhahfiya (Alkhumma) is the
cap which is made of date
palm leaves. Mothers make it to
protect their children's head
from sun heat. It is mainly used in
special occasions such as Eids.
The craftswomen work skillfully
when doing this craff because it
is part of dressing. Palm leaves
are used here and first they are
chopped into small pieces.
Then. it is colored and weaved
up together in a round shape.

(Almikab or Almikaba) is a
pyramidal food cover made of
palm leaves. Itis used fo protect
food from insects, Craftswomen
first take palm leaves from the
upper part of the date palm
tree called Alkalb (the heart).
Then, the leaves are cut info
pieces and colored. The waork
starts with a piece of green
leave called [alagama) which
forms the top of Almikab. From
this piece of leave, the weaving
starts in a pyramidal way. At the
top, a short stick is put as a base.
