Also in one occasion during Rakhad Ardha contest held in the
Wilayat of Surgl decided to ride the horse and to run one round, though it was very hot at that
time and [ was tired too. Later 1 fell on the ground and fainted.”
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WHAT DOES THE HORSE MEANS

TELL US ABOUT YOUR START WITH

It was in 1975 when 1 was 9 years old, |
rode the horse for the first time and 1 had
the desire to have it. It was in 1977 when |
became 11 years old when [ first possessed
the first horse named Daheem that I bought
it from the Wilayat of Jaalan Bani Bou
Hassan. It was beyond description that
my dream came true to achieve a horse. |
decided to get a benefit from its good lineage
through breeding as being a pure Arabian
horse. In 1982, I succeeded in breeding my
horse meanwhile I bought a horse named
Kuhaila to practice riding and take part in
Ardha competitions which were popular

in Al Shargia region. | remembered when
I bought this horse: the owner said to me
that this horse was the last lineage of Bam
Ghafir horses. I decided to buy more horses
for breeding and for racing. My brothers
played a great role in horse selection. |
suggested my brother to buy two horses

amongst which one was for breeding and
another for racing. He bought all required
horses. The horse Foron was the first horse
that entered at the races and achieved good
results. Sheikh Saud added that during
the period from 1975 until 2002, he never
parted with the horse. He started with a
humble stable at His father’s farm in Wadi
Al Baha ssigned for my horse Daheem.
It was later transferred to Al Mawaleh, then
Al Rumais and lastly to Hay Asim in the
Wilayat of Barka. All the current stalls were

prepared at my own farm in the Wilayat of

Barka and he moved to it in 2002,

WHY DID YOU PARTICULARLY CHOOSE BREEDING

PURE ARABIAN HORSES LINEAGE?

He said, “In fact, personally | was very much interested to this
lineage regardless of the horse believing in gene and its effect on
generation in future and being pure Arabian horse with the best
lineage for its original environment.

WHAT IS YOUR AIM ABOUT THE HORSES IN GENERAL?

“The horse is the only unique field which I don’t think for making a name or investment
because for example it is particularly related to sport and race. My actual aim is to establish

a tight bade in promoting the pure Arabian horse of local breeding like western countries. It is
not necessary they are produced from my stable only, but I encourage every horse breeder in the
Sultanate in this basis as we possess a good lineage and beautiful relieves which help in producing
tough horses of a unique quality.”

HOW DO YOU SEE HORSE RACES IN THE SULTANATE?

“Firstly, I would like to take the opportunity to thank His Majesty Sultan Qaboos for his attention
and care towards the horse.

How would you describe celebrations with
camels and horses at that time?

For example, during Eids or on any other
occasions, some of the traditional arts such as
Al Ardha run, Hambal Bosh, Al Taghrodh and
Al Tuhireeb are practiced while riding horses
and camels. Of course. a group of men would
be singing some traditional national songs
such as Al Razha and Al Aazi.

The audience of men, women and children
watch the whole show. The beautifully
dressed women would line up and the strong
dancing men would come closer to a woman
they like the most. When they chose the most
beautiful woman of the day, they would shot
a fire or hit the sword on the shield so hard
near that woman. So, a great sound would be
heard. Of course, the woman'’s father, brother,
or husband would be proud of that. Then the
whole night would be on her honor.

Tell us about your travels outside Oman?
Like any other young men in this country, I
traveled to Zanzibar in 1950 at the age of
18. 1 traveled to Al Khalof Coast in Mahoot,
southern Oman, and [ stayed there for two
months with my uncle till the time of our
journey to Zanzibar. We traveled through
traditional ships called Kashba (wood). Such
ships depended only on monsoon winds during
its sailing.

I stayed for 20 vears in Zanzibar and worked
with my uncle in trading. 1 also married to
one of my relatives and lived a happy life.
However, I always missed my homeland, so |
came back 1n October 1970 after hearing that
His Majesty Sultan took over the crown.
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Sand shellfish categories:

There are multiple types of sand shellfish that are col-
lected from beaches, but the shells of all types are used
for decoration while some are edible. Moreover, all the
types belong to the division of mollusks and to the group
of bivalves, while most of the edible types belong to the
super family of veneracea which follow the venendae
family and the Tellinidae family. Veneracea is known as
the veneracea of Venus which is the Greek name of the
goddess of love and beauty and the name of a planet in
Astronomy. A very large super family contains more than
400 species that have equal valves and unequal sides with
crescent signs. The decoration is usually concentric but
sometimes it is polygonal and smooth. The types collected
in Oman are numerous including:

Proliferations These shells are common in most coun-
tries of the Gulf as they can be found in Kuwait, Oman,
Bahrain and the United Arab Emirates. They are also
found on the shores of the Red Sea where the shells are
long, oval, strong and solid. The sculptures on the sur-
face are concentric and are either soft or jagged. The
most distinctive feature of this type of shells is the dif-
ference in colors and patterns of the shades on the shell
as it may have milky white or yellow color with straight
lines on it. The shells are often identical in all properties.
Environment: This kind of shells inhabits sandy beaches
with low-tide level to average-tide level.

Size: These shells can often grow to an average size of
1.8-5cm,

Fisheries: Shellfish collecting is common in most coastal ar-
eas of Oman. Women and children carry out most of the catch
since it occurs within the fishery roles of women. Abundant oys-
ter harvesting starts at the beginning of summer and sometimes
continues until the beginning of winter. In addition, sometimes
oysters come out in huge quantities on the beach, looking for
moderate weather. Hence, the time appropriate for fishing is at
the beginning of dawn. At this time, many women and children
gather to harvest Aldocks using their hands or feet. Some people
take the harvested Aldocks to the market to be sold and others
cook it as many dishes whether fresh or dry. After it is harvested,
it is washed well to extract the sand that is stuck in the oysters
and then it is boiled in water. After that, Aldock is extracted
from the oysters and is cleaned from impurities and dust and
then it can be prepared for the meal ‘Majboos’ or ‘Dry sauce’
or what is locally called *Masorat Aldock’. Lemon and salt are
added to it and then it is caten with white rice. Its benefits are in-
numerable as it is a diet which is rich in Iron, Calcium, Vitamin
(A) and Zinc in addition to its low calorie.
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and shellfish harvesting, locally known as Aldock
harvesting, on beaches is a social heritage phenom-
ena which the Omanis young and old, men and
women still maintain. Shellfish meat is on the one
hand a traditional food in the Omani dishes espe-
cially for the coast residents and on the other hand
the coast people consider it as one of the gifts that
can be presented to guests and visitors. Shellfish

p
p has become a source of livelihood and income for

some families. Locally it is known in the Sultan-
» ate as Aldock or Dawka. There are other uses for
shells, including making jewelry and decorations.
- This brief introduction discusses certain types of shellfish because it

is not possible to talk about all their species at a time as there are no
detailed studies of Aldock types that are commonly caught. Shellfish
types may vary according to places.

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The sound beauty of Al Manjoor depends on the
Buckthorns wood of high quality that disperses in Barka.
Moreover, the process of building this unique instrument
is not random as there are Omani craftsmen who scrutinize
the Buckthorn's root and branch before using them and
by certain techniques and methods used by these skillful

craftsmen.

The concept of the competition is as follows: There are
two groups and each one of them has a certain name. One
has the name Al Areesh (small old houses made from
palm fronds) and the other one is called Al Kayma (tent).
The people of the groups pull the rope that is around
Manjoor making a nice melody. Of course there would be
a distance between the two groups so that the judge can
differentiate between the sounds of the two Manjoors and
announce the winner.

Al Zajira is a traditional simple way to
pull water up from the well. The main
idea of this is simply using a bucket tied
with a rope and dropping it inside a well
to be filled with water. After drawing up
the bucket, its water is used in irrigation.
Omanis used this way to irrigate the plants.
One may wonder about who pulls the rope,
actually the rope is round a wheel called
Al Manjoor that moves in circles. When
this wheel, Al Manjoor moves, it produces
a nice sound like a musical instrument.
To describe this machine, we can simply
say that it consists of wheel and base on
which the wheel is fixed. The base is made
of several wooden pillars and columns
built from Almond tree and Palm stalk.
The wheel is fixed around it in such a way
that it can smoothly move in circles. The
wheel is made of Buckthorns tree wood.
When the wheel moves on the base, they
stroke each other and make a nice sound.
From this sound, Omanis came up with a
traditional instrument and art called “Al
Manjoor Sound Art”. They established
competitions in which two teams compete
with each other on making the best sound
from their Manjoors (wheels). This art is
popular in many Omani towns, the most
of which is in the Wilayat Barka in Al
Batinah Region.
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EQUINE ARTIFICIAL INSEMINATION

he horse was the first animal upon which artificial
insemination was practiced successfully. In 1322 an
Arab Sheikh who coveted the Arabian stallion of a
neighboring rival sent a spy to the latter's camp. This
spy had scooped some of the semen from a recently mated
mare's vagina, diluted it with camel milk in a goat skin bag
and return back to base and inseminated into the boss's mare,
later on, a healthy and exceptionally beautiful foal was born in
the following year. In 1891, Sir Walter Heape collected semen
from a stallion and successfully inseminated some mares. In
the 20" century, there was a large scale of equine artificial
insemination starting in Russia and China then widely spread

in most of European countries, Japan and USA.

There are many and varied reasons why equine artificial
insemination is practiced today. In general under appropriate
management, conception rates to artificial insemination are
equivalent to those achieved by natural service. It is far easier
to transport semen over large distances than it is to transport
animals. By the use of artificial insemination, the risk of
transfer of systemic and venereal diseases between mare and
stallion is considerably reduced. Also, transportation of semen
has had a significant effect on the genetic improvement on
equine stock in many countries and allowed the development
of gene bank to store valuable semen. Artificial insemination
is an excellent way when there are difficulties in natural mating
like nervous mare or aggressive stallion or there is aversion
shown by the mare to a particular type of stallion. Artificial
insemination reduce stud management labour costs and time
as it allows a single ejaculate to be split and used to cover
several mares, either immediately, or after storage.

Semen collection was done using artificial vagina which
provides an environment that closely mimics the mare’s
vagina. During mounting of the stallion to an estrous mare or
to a dummy, his penis has to be directed towards the artificial
vagina, and the collected semen has to be send to the laboratory
to be evaluated and diluted then either it was chilled at 4°C for
(that can be used up to 6 days) or frozen in liquid nitrogen
at -196°C (that can be stored for many years) and thawed just
before insemination.

The insemination dose for one mare is 250-500 million sperm
with forward motility. The mare should be inseminated every 2
days starting at the 2™ or 3™ day of estrus till the disappearance
of estrous signs. But, when dealing with semen of valuable
stallion, it is preferable to use only one semen dose after
ovulation that can be detected by ultrasonography.
