It is a
collection of natural springs their temperature to 45°C. Hot water flows in several channels to
irrigate the gardens and this spring is famous for being a natural remedy for rheumatic diseases
because of their sulfur content as well as treatment of skin diseases. It is located at a distance
of one kilometer from the center of the city.

What distinguishes Alkasfa spring from other springs in Oman is the presence of the propartion of
sulfur and the presence of swimming baths intended for bathing, with no contaminants anfj that the
percentage of heat is high and is fixed throughout the year. From Alkasfa spring emerges (falaj alhmam)

Alkasfah spring is the most prominent tourist sites located in the Wilayat Al Rustaqg. It is an ancient site

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Describe the work in this craft

complete nahwa (work period) from the morning till noon while laborers were paid half Qersh for the same period.
The employer used to bring coffee with dates and laban to the workers. There was also a half nahwa starting from
Duhur prayer till Asr prayer. Thanks to Allah, we lived a decent life in that time accepling that period’s goodness
and bitterness and depending on ourselves in acquiring our livelihood. Nowadays, citizens are enjoying the fruits
of the golden era of His Majesty Sultan Qaboos bin Said.

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Due to its mountainous location, the weather in the village is similar to Al-Jabal Al-Akhdar with slight difference
due to the variation in heights in the two sites. It is cold in winter and mild in summer. The period from February to
the end of March is the most convenient time for photography lovers to visit the village as plant flowers are bloom
and fruits are ripe forming a colorful scenery which is locally knows as Al-Tafreekh season. Visitors also visit the
village during the harvest period which starts in the mid of June every year. People in the village preserve their
traditions, reflected on the terraced orchards. Among the fruits planted in the village are Pomegranates, grapes,
apricots. figs, and apples. Wakan village is also well-known for almonds and pears. People in the village also told
us that they also succeeded in growing saffron flowers but they stopped because this kind of plants require contin-
ued care. The walk way used by villagers are now paved with mountainous stones that takes you in a wonderful
trip through the village enjoyving eye-catching sceneries and the sound of water trickling from top of the mountain
through a small canal or falaj.

When vou start vour steps up to the top of the village, yvou need to exert more physical efforts as terraced passage-
way of more than 300 steps is waiting you. You may feel exhausted especially if you are old or not sporty person.
But, it is worthy. Do not forget to carry a camera to take several photos for beautiful scenes from top of the village.
The trip may be short but it will remain in your memories for years to come.

Dear tourist, | wish you a nice trip to Wakan but remember not to disturb the tranquility and beauty of the village
and to adhere to instructions that are put at the entrance of the village.

In my visit to this village, [ inguired about all details of the place, weather, the nature of life, trees, surrounding
villages etc. except the meaning of the village's name in ArabiciWakan). Why it is called by this name. Dear
readers, I will leave this for you to search in your visit to this magnificent mountainous village, on the cliffs of
Wadi Mistal.

How do we reach the village?. For those coming from the Governorate of Muscat and the Willayat of Sohar, they
should reach Barka roundabout and then turn to the lane heading to the willayas of Wadi Al-Maawel and Nakhal
and drive till reaching Wadi Mistal's turn which also leads to our destination .

Wakan village, located on an altitude of about (5000 feet) equals to the half altitude of Al-jabal Al-akhdar. It is
about 34 Km away from the main road linking the Willayats of Nakhal and Rustaq. The route to the village also
leads to other mountainous villages including Al-Ghubra, Saklah, Al-Hagar, Al-Qura, and others.

Before reaching Wakan village, you drive up mountainous road passing through Al-Hagar village which its ter-
raced houses stand on top of cliffs, centered by an ancient tower that retells the history of this village. The tower
attracts photographers and those concerned with archeology. The road also displayed various rock formations and
colorful cliffs.

Dear visitor, vou should use Four wheel Drive vehicles during your trip to the village due to steepness of the
road. When you reach the top of the village, stop to watch a natural scene in which plains embrace with peaks of
the mountains. In this village, the Ministry of Tourism is constructing some facilities and puiting some beautiful
touches on the entrance and the path surrounded by terraced orchards. Generally speaking, the village has few
houses due to its mountainous nature that does not allow further expansion.

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Leather Is durable and less susceptible to decomposition material. It is widely used. Livestock
is mainly used for leather such gazelles, goafs, sheep. Some special leathers are made from
the skins of shark fish, crocodiles, and snakes. The process of freafing skins of animals fo pro-
duce leather Is called tanning. There are many phases of fanning which can be performed
with either vegetable or mineral methods. Artisans can also design the required forms such
as shoes, Kanjar (dogger) and sword belfs. The fanned leather is distinguished with ifs durabil-
ity and flexibility. To use the skin of the animal in making leather, if should undergo a number
of phases including the preparation of the skin before tanning that requires removing the
flesh, removing the hair and bucking. Most skins used in fanning are brought from slaughter-
houses or abattoirs. Before taking them fo the fanneries, the skins are processed fo profect
them from mold by putting salt on the fleshy part of the skin, by soaking them in a salfy water
or partially drying and then saiting. Then, the skins are pressed in cylinders full of water to
clean thern from dirt and blood and remove salf.

Removing the flesh
After cleaning and moistening, tanners uses sharp knives to remove the fat and flesh from the flashy
part of the skin. This process is mostly done in butchery and no need to do it inside the tanneries.

Removing the hair
The flesh-free hides are put in containers of solutions to remove the hair completely from them. Then,
the flesh removing process is repeated to take out small pieces of fat left over from the previous process

and then washed with clean water.

The bucking process

This process is carried out after removing the hairs by putting them in acidic solutions . Enzymes are
added to the bucking pools to disassemble dissolved proteins in the hides that may overlap with the
tanning process.

The tanning process
After the preparatory phases of hides that include removing the flesh and hairs, and bucking, they are

ready for the tanning process.

The vegetable tanning

The process is carried out in big basins full of solutions that contain water and tannin that can be ex-
tracted from some plants such as oaks. The process normally takes from one to three months. However,
thick hides may require one year for tanning. Leathers produced by this kind are sirong and water-
resistible comparing to those tanned by chrome. Vegetable tanned hides are degreased with oils and
fats that make them resist water and be more durable. They are used in book covers and heavy belts
for machines.
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Equestrian sport still keeps its place due to its unique
features .It became the favorite sport for many people
of different genders.

Like
any other traditional fashions, Kumma witnessed many
development stages till it reached to the current shape of
stitching, elegance, style and beautiful colors. The beautiful
thing is that the Omani women are still practicing Kumma
stitching despite competition from some other countries,
but perfection of the Omanis in manufacturing this beautiful
cap is unigue.

One of the perfect professions
Regarding the cap stitching. we met Mahfoodah Al Shuaibiya
from the Wilayat Qurayat to talk about this beautiful craft

industry. “Stitching of the Omani cap (Kumma) is one of the
best practice | inherited from my mother which she inherited
from her mother. Itis one of the most suitable job for women
as they can make it al home.

Acquiring Kumma stitching skills

She added "I work in this activity for more than 6 years
and got all support and encouragement from my family
and friends. Even my sisters gained the stitching skills and
exchange expertise from each other. There is by Allah’s
grace a lot of buyers of Omani kumma as it is distinguished
with unique features”.

Stages of stitching Kumma

Al Shuaibiya said "we initially buy threads as per required
colors and then drawing on Kumma is made on the two
pieces by some specialized persons in this field and start
stitching process. The cap comes white with some drawing
and then Tatress stage (kind of making holes on the kimma

by special needle) made by the needle. The two pieces are
joined together. There are various types of Omani kumma
and their stitching differ from one cap to another. Stitching
can take 2 to 3 months and customers prefers more
Diwaniyah cap which has a lot of needlework and dark
stitched threads which takes around 4-5 month to finish. Its
prices range from 50-60 Rial Omani”.

-Al-Sima, Al-Ghaliyah etc). This method depends
on collective work among a group of more than 20
fishermen.

In this method, fishermen put fishing nets inside the
boat. Then, they push the boat into the sea. After
that, they are divided into two groups. The first one
will be on board of the boat while the other remains at
the beach waiting to pull out the fishing nets. When
they identify a group of sardines, they begin the
process of throwing the net into the sea gradually in
a crescent-shaped way to be able to reach another
group and so fish will be trapped in the middle.
Then, they pull both sides of robes connecting the
net at the end to the beach and immediately they
pull ropes at the same time and so dragging the
fishing net with the fish to the beach .The pulling
process nowadays is conducted by cars, where the
fish are extracted from the fishing net that is locally
called (Balkotain) by discharging fish from both
sides of the net. Meanwhile, some fishermen target
large pelagic fish in the sea by the boat. The number
of fishermen is around 5 to 6. The pulling process is
at the same time and at full speed that is because
the net is less in length and located in less depth in
mountainous area far from the beach.
