That is to say that without the Sultanate's
efforts. this game might has not seen the light
again. Its' also fair to say that these fruits have not
come out from a void but through the genuine
efforts of the Cmanis. Most recently, the Sultanate
of Oman had organized the 2010 Asian Beach
Games where Tent Pegging had atfraocted the
participation of 13 countries including Bahrain,
Oman, the G.C.C and international countries. The
Kingdom of Bahrain joined with a number of Military
Equestrians to gain priceless experience in the
event. The face-off showcaosed the Sultanate of
Oman as a top contender after winning 4 Gold and
2 Bronze medals, This also projected the country's
dominance to score more accomplishments in this
discipline of equesfrian sport. As for the remaining
G.C.C countries, the game was not well-seated.
The interest is limited in the context of military
teoms. The Sultanate is adept in its pursuit for giving
the sport more attention regionally and worldwide,
Today, the Sultanate of Oman has received a lions’
share of the sport by becoming the permanent
HG for the International Equesiian Tent Pegging
Federation (IETF).

To where has the establishment of the Headquarters
amived so far?

The establishment of a permanent HQ for the
International Equestrian Tent Pegging Federaficn

approval from the International Eguestrian
Federation (FEl) itself. Due to the technical delays
observed, and os FEl Group VIl Chairmdn, a meeting
was aranged with the Sultanate of Oman - Ministry
of Sport Affairs. to show the support from the FEl
Group VIl countries fo the project. Furthermore,
according o the officiol press release from the
Oman News Agency on the SthmMay 2013, 0t
statas, "In line with the interest in cavalry at all levels
and in a bid to benefit from world experiences in
this field, the Council of Ministers agreed to host
the headquarters of the International Egquestrian
Tent Pegging Association (IETA)." Hence, it is clear
that Sultanate has mode considerable progress
towards the establishment of a permanent HGQ for
the equestrian sport of Tent-Pegging.

Do you hope of anything to be realized during the
future?

Yes, | hope that the equeshian sports along with its
associated disciplines practiced in the G.C.C and
the Middle East will be al par with intermationally
acclaimed equestrian sports such as Endurance
and Jumpging.

strengths so for. Today, Arab Gulf Equestrion events
have seen a radionce in the participonts mainly
due to the exceptional amount of prizes reaching
up to a tune of $ 1.5 milion . At the International
Equestrian Federation ([FEl). two annual meetings
for Group VIl are chared by the FEl Regional
Chairman for Group VIl The content of these
meetings has been to discuss all matters related to
the growth, progress and future development of
the FEl equestrian sport. Apart from the two Annual
mMeetings held for the Group, there is an annual
Group meeting convened under the auspices of
the FEI General Assembly held yvear after year. The
FEI General Assembly is the yearly meeting of the
Mafional Federations under the FEl. The purpose
of the FEI General Assembly is to give the National
Federations an opportunity to vote on important
Equesitrian issues. The Assembly will govern the
overall direction, development and management
of the FEI's disciplines throughout the world for the
coming year.

Is there any concrete support from the International
Federation to the Arab and Gulf Equestrians?
Proudly, the International Eguestrian Federation
today, is chaired by an Arab woman from one of
the member nations of FEI Group VI, A long-time
athlete in equestrian sports, HRH Princess Haya
Bint Al Hussein is the first Arab woman to compete
in equestrion at Olympic, world and continental
championship level. On 1st May 2006, HRH Princess
Haya Bint Al Hussein was elected President of
the International Equestrian Federation (FEI) and
therefore became the first Arab to occupy the
helm of the FEI. This achievement brings grace and
builds a pillar of conjoining support to the Gulf, Arab
and International sport. In spite of her young age.
HRH Princess Haya Bint Al Hussein has proved to the
wiorld that she is the best President the Equesirian
Federation has had so far. Besides. HRH Princess
Haya bint Al Hussein, has been the first supporter of
establishing the Arab Equestrian League: She also
has made several coniributions towards promoting
the League and gaining support from sponsor
companies. Concurrenily, during the financial
crisis worldwide, the equestrian sport progressed
remarkably under the reign of HRH Princess Haya
bint Al Hussein, with her patronoge and strong ties
to find suitable sponsors.

How can the Gulf Equestrian Sport evolve to
become more advanced and sophisticated?

The equestian sport history is rather straight-
forward in comparison with the evolution of other
form of sports. As such, evolution is substantial to
development and due to the cultural importance
of the sport deeply rooted into our history, it should
be included in the educational curiculum. The
greatest sianificance of equestrian sport is one that
has been recommended by our Prophet (FBUH)
as a practice. So. neglecting it means failure to
cherish own celebrated histoery and heritage.
For this reason, it should be developed through
the establishment of more schools in the region
for training children both boys and girs. For your
information, the Equestrian sport spans history -
speaks all languages, franscends age and gender
with a contagious spirt. It is family orented and
for this reason it teaoches dedication, courage,
confidence and commitment. There is no sport
equal to this unity between horse and rider. Besides
it is the only sport worldwide where man and
woman are freated equally.

As a wiiness of the Gulf experiments and so close
to the sister Equestian Federafions in the Gulf
Cooperalion Council Countries, how do you find
the Equestrion and Horse Sports in Oman?

There is fraternal, family, social, cultural and
historical attachment between the Kingdom of
Bahrain and the Sultanale of Oman. The latter
is the cenire of the culture and authentic history
with which the Equestrion Sport in the G.C.C and
the Middle East hos been connected since our
grandparents. The people of Oman are spiritually
interested in history, heritage ond horsemanship
under the leadership of His Majesty Sultan Qaboos
Bin Said. whose keenness to inculcate the love and
appreciation of the Omani hertage and culture in
Omani minds — including their relations with horses,
since the down of the blessed Renaissance. In
reminiscence of 2004, the famous Royal Equestrian
and Camel Festival hosted annually in the Sultanate
of Oman, one of the largest and most beautiful
Equestrian Festivals in the world opens its doors only
fo HM the Sulfan’s treasured guests and attendees
including Royalty ond Diplomats from ground
the world. This horse festival has seen the biggest
performances year after year with around 1,000
horses and 400 camels performing choreographies
accompanied by 1,200 musicians from the Royal
Oman Symphony Orchestra. It was a majestic
event altended by the King of Bahrain, His Majesty
King Hamad Bin lsa Al Khalifa.

From this point, in light of the convergence of

activities between the Gulf slates, Is there after a
joint cooperation between the Sultanate of Oman
and Bahrain in the field of horses and horsemanship,
and at the level of the both Federations in Oman
and Bahrain?

With o contrast to the Bahroin Royal Equestrian
and Endurance Federation and of ifs counterpart,
the Omani Equestiian Federation, it can be said
that both National Federations [NF) went through
a fransiional period to achieve their cument
presence in the equesirian empire through their
stalwart leaders. The Omani Equestrian Federation
(OEF) had built its present form through the
leadership of Sheikh Mohammed Bin Isa Al Fairouz,
its then President. Under his leadership. the OEF
has done several commendable tasks such as
developing and popularising the equestrian sport,
maore particularly the discipline of tent-pegging.
Sheikh Mohammed Bin lsa Al Fairouz still stands to
be a pilar of development of the equestrian sport
in our region, working quietly and never seeking
recognition. His dedication to keep Show-jumping
as one of the Sultanate’s top priorities gifted Oman
with the Omani equestrian rider Sultan Bin Homoud
Al Tougi, who won a historic silver medal at the
Singapore Youth Gamnes in 2010. To assess the
progress of equestrian sport in Oman, | would start
first by expressing my sorow over the resignation of
the stahwart leader himself - Sheikh Mohammed Bin
Isa Al Fairouz, the President of the Omani Equestrian
Federation (OEF). | had attempted fo dissuade
him from resigning his position despite the domestic
conditions or concerns which were unknown fo
me. | ' was disheartened to know that he prefered
to stay away from the essence of equestrian sport
itself. But as we all know that one cannot stay away
from the magnetism of the sport, similarly, Sheikh
Mohammed Bin Isa Al Fairouz, despite leaving
his life's work - the Omani Equestrian Federation,
stayed in touch to support the herculean task of
setting up the permanent HQ of the Intematicnal
Equestrian Tent Pegging Federation (IETF) in the
Sultanate of Oman.

With the help rendered by Shelkh Mohammed Bin
Isa Al Fairouz, | was able to meet with the Sultanates’
Minister of Sports Affairs the H.E. Shaikh Saad bin
Mohammed bin Sqid ol Mardhouf al Soadi. We
lalked about accelerating the establishment of
the new Headguarters of the International Tent-
Pegging Sport Association (IETA), one of Asia's
best known equestrian sports to onginate from the
Sultanate of Oman.

Has the Sultanalte of Oman been eligible for hosfing
this Federation?

Yes. It is a laudable success for Sheikh Mohammed
Bin Isa Al Fairouz for his efforts to bring pride
and honour to the Sultanate of Oman as a the
host nation for the Intemational Equestrian Tent
Pegging Federation (IETF). It is worth mentioning
that Oman is now a major hub when it comes to
tent pegging. The Omanis have developed their
riders and do offer training to riders from all over the
waorld. The Sultanate is proud to have hosted three
international championships which by the way,
has rendered them into the habit of training and
producing talented riders for the highest levels. As
a part of spreading the sport, Sheikh Mohammed
Bin Isa Al Fairouz had organized training sessions
with the parficipation of over a hundred riders
from various countries in Oman over the past few
years and have gone on fo perform well at the top
level. The Omanis are constantly coordinating with
couniries like Indig, Paokistan and several others,
even Egypt. in a bid to give the sport a boost at the
highest level. It has been the sole aim of this robust
leader to organise a Tent Pegging World Cup either
in Oman or elsewhere and to regularize it. So. | truly
believe that our brothers in Omon are on the right
way. Even though, it is unfortunate for the Sultanate
to eject cne of its most effective leaders’ from his
Presidency at the Omani Equestrion Federation.
All that can be soid is that a flame of energy
at the Omani Equesirian Federalion has been
exiinguished. | do hope that Sheikh Mohammed
Bin Isa Al Fairouz does not give up on his die hord
efforts to keep the Tent-Pegging sport dalive and
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The Sultanate of Oman is one of the foremost
supporters and key contenders of the equestrian
sport of Tent Pegging in Asia. The sport received
its first international recognition when the Olympic
Council of Asia accepted Tent pegging as an
official event in the 1982 New Delhi Asian Games. It
is an equestrian skill-at-arms game. Concumrently,
H.E. Sheik Khalid Bin Abdulla Al Khalifa, the
International Equestrian Federation Regional Group
Vil Nations Chairman and its Executive Board &
Bureau Member, as well as the former President of
Bahroin Equestrian Association, is keen on carving
a niche for the dedicated and illusirious efforts of
the Sultanate towards tent-pegging on the global
map of equestrian sporis.

In an open interview with the "Assayel Magaozing",
H.E. Sheik Khalid Bin Abdulla Al Khalifa has confirmed
that the Sultandte of Oman is dedicated fowards
organizing events and activities to promote the
equesirian sport of Tent Pegging. Due to the
Sultanate’s perseverance to support and bolster
the future of the tent-pegging sporf. Oman has
received the unique distinction of being chosen
to host the headguarters of the International
Equestrian Tent Pegging Association [IETA). A huge
applause goes fo the dedicated efforts of Sheikh
mMohammed Bin Isa Al Fairouz, who was instrumental
in the organisation of many internafional events
in Tent Pegging both in Oman and regionally. He
played a key role in setfing up the international
Tent Pegging committee in 2008.

Al the beginning, we want to cast a light on the start
of your experience as an equestrian and your
relationship with the horses. When and how did it
begin, and were the factors that accounted for this
interest and integration in this field?

Equestrian Horse riding has been my hobby since
childhood. Back then, | used to ride in Bahrain and
during visits to other countries. The conditions in
Bahrain has been favourable for horse sport, due
to the Kingdom's historical significance as the
excavation site of the Dilmun seals featuring Arab-
type horses which are approximately 4.000 years
old. The Arabian horse breed is divided Into several
sub-groups called strains. Apparently, Bahrain has
been the breeding centre for over 200 years with
20 strains and sub-strains of the Arabian horse, such
as the most famously known Dahrmeh, Jeliabieh,
Hamdanieh ond Ma'anaghieh. Some of these
strains are unigue to Bahrain - such as the Kuheila't
Umm Zorayr - which cannof be found anywhere
else in the word. As such, Bahrain is globally
distinguished with the nurturing of Pure Bred
Bahraini Horses since no foreign blood has entered
into their veins till today. The year 1995 marked my
joining the world of eguestrian sporf and horses.
| was then a member in the Riffa Al Gharbi Club
management. With my passion for horses and a
firm belief in the development of equestrian sports,
| was offered a position at the helm of the Bahrain
Equestrian Association as its President. This was at
a fime when the rhythm of work in equestrian sport
wias slow with a few related activities that required

a genuine guantitative drive, especially when we
did not have decent Headquarters.

1996-97 was a perod that brought o triumph in
the growth of equestian sport in the Kingdom: It
was during this time that o new Board of Directors
were appointed under my leadership to direct and
develop the rhythm of work towards equestrian
sports. Back then. our budget was BD.&D0D/-
and since we worked as a team, we decided
to deliver a strong message to the citizens of the
Kingdom that the equestrian sport sought the help
of the people for a strong comeback. In order to
showcase our efforts and seek a future for the sport,
we launched a season for the most prominent
Olympics discipline of eguestrian sport i.e. “Show
Jumping". We had brought in the media to cover
the events which then attracted a wide oudience
and it was like a resurrection of the Equestrion Sport
in Bahrain. A few months later in July 1997, we had
taken yet another tfriumphant step in the history of
equesirian sport in the Kingdom, our parficipation
in the 8th Pan Arab Games were held in Beirut,
Lebanon on bomowed horses.

What obout the involvement of the Bahrain in
foreign equestrian furf?

The International Equestrian Federation (FEl) had
convened several meetings to help, educate and
develop the equestrian sport. Our foreign relations
had scared following participation in the 8th Pan
Arab Games. During the year 2003, a meeting was
held within the FEl General Assembly, to instigate
complete Arab cooperation between the Arab
Siates to which | was commissioned. The agenda
sought out better cooperation and divergence
between Arab Nafions. The main aim of the
meeling was to improve the ways for obtaining
qualifications for the FEl World Cup™ Jumping and
the Olympics for the Arab riders.

Did you find an understanding from the International
Federation and the European Counftries with regard
fo the Arab demands to improve the conditions of
qualification?

There has always been a considerable amount
of surprise from the Intemational EBguestrion
Federation (FEl) towards the Arab Equestrians as
the Europeans are keen to exercise authorily,
inflexibility, superiority and a denocuncing attitude
towards Arab riders from the G.C.C and Middle
East countries. Predominantly, Arab States used to
suffer to obtain qualification for the FEl World Cup™

Jumping or the Olympics, since they are reguired to
travel to Europe and enter the Olymipics Seleciion
Tricls & Quadlifying Events. That refiected unfair
treatment for the Arab Equestrians compared to
the rest of the Equestrians wordwide

In 2003, the FEl Group VI a category which
collectively addresses all Internalional Equestrian
Federation member nations in the G.C.C and
Middle East, had sought out to esfablish a Arab
Equestrian League which could then host FEl World
Cup™ Jumping Qualifiers on the essence that the
mosi eligible riders' could compete in the Finals of
the FEI World Cup™ Jumping Qualifiers. With the
power of the Arab Equesfrian League, our athlefes
would then have the opportunity to compete in
regional events as well as at international levels,
gaining experience to have a face-off with the best
athletes and horses in the world at the Finals of the
FEl World Cup™ event. The dream of establishing
an Arab Equestrion League became a reality with
the achievement at the 27th Olympic Games at
Sydney in 2000, where Saudi Arabian rider, Khaled
Al Eid and his Belgion Warmblood. Khashm al-
Aan, stunned the equestrian world by winning the
Bronze medal in the Individual Jumping. It was the
first-ever medal achieved by the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia in the eqguestrian sport at the Olympics.
So far nine Leagues have been held within the
FEl World Cup™ Arab League. The Arab League
is the ulimate venue for our riders to gualify to
global events such as the Olympic Games and the
World Equestrian Games. Furthermore, the Arab
League has had at least one rider in each FEl World
Cup™ Jumping Final. Due to the wide popularity
of the Arab Equestian League. there has been
a significant rise in the level of awareness among
the people and several companies have stepped
forward to support our development.

Can you give us a quick overview of the Arab Gulf
Equestrian sport today and the meefings organized
by the International Equesirian Federalion In
supporl?

As | mentioned earlier, the establishment of the
Arab Equestian League with the support of the
International Equestrian  Federation (FEl) was
a significant step in the evolution of Arab Gulf
Equestian history. Furthermore, the FEl World
Cup™ Arab League events which gives our riders’
many opportunities to qualify for the FEl World
Cup™ Jumping Finals under the umbrella of the
International Equesfrian Federation, is a guantum
leap in the progress of Arab Gulf Equestrianism

However, by
reference to Article 18 of this Law, the Concemed
Enfity is responsible for its Documents it no further
need them. Each Entity is required to coordinate
with the aAuthority in this respect. Concurently,
the Authority has organized with the Ministry's
Competent Structures and Administrative Divisions

)

with regard to the preparation of a nominal list of
their Private Documents & Files which led to the
production of the Procedural Instruments. namely:
the preparation of the Tables of the Retention
Periods of the Private Documents & Classification
Systermn.

The Procedural Instruments of Document
Management System are mainly inscribed to
prepare Tables of the Retention Periods of the
Private Documents & Classification after the
completion of the nominal list of the Ministry of
Agriculture & Fisheries' Private Documents. These
Instruments represent the basic foundalion to
build a modern system according to the latest
international  specifications ond  standards
and based on the Regiistration, Classification
and Coding of Documents according to the
classification system prepared for this purpose. This
System can also be built and the applied for the
treatment of Documents since their inception and
through their various stages. It will help to legalize
all the processes of damage, conversion and
migration of Documents on the one hand, and
acknowledge their Retention Periods on the other
hand.

This Systermn can be built applied in all administrative
divisions. That includes the organization of the

current uwsed Documents and the speed of
access to them as well as their easy retrieval and
ensuring the success of the administrative work
and performance of the System and its positive
productivity in ferms of achieving proper and
secure, which helps to improve the image of the
management as well as preserving the rights and
interests of individuals and society,

On this basis, this Systermn enables the systematic
selection of Documents valid for the National
Memory and Scientific Historical Research. In this
regard, the Ministry has established the Department
of Documents under Arficle 41 of the Documents
&Archives Law and will undertake the process of
supervision, coordination and application of the
system in the Divisions of the Ministry.

With the entry of this System inic force, the
Department will in coordination with the Authority”
Specialists, work to frain the concemed employees
on how to apply varous tools of the Documents
Management Systemn.

The Classification s meoant to set a way for
quickly and accurately identifying the files and
components within a wide range of elements. That
is by ond assembling these elements into subsets
according to their similarities or any other criteria.

Then these elements are coded to facilitate
access. The Classificafion is used in several areas
and applies to the types of the Documents and
Files (obout several hundreds) returned to the
Government Unit and are amanged inside the
Sections according to procedural ways, methods
and regulations, logically and gradually built in the
form of a Classification System.

With the oadoption of this System in the Ministry,
the Project (for building modemn Documents
Management System at the level of the enfities
governed by the Documents & Archives Law),
enters a new phase with regard to the application
of the Documents & Archives Law.,

Signing of the Documentation and Archives
Memorandum of Understanding between Oman

The construction of this Forl
dates back to the period (1668 AD - 14680

castle ar fower in the Arabiagn Peninsula
built downfown.

The Nizwa Fort (AlShahba) is one of the greatest
and largest cullural historical monuments in
the context of shope. An amount of 17925
cubic meters of earth ‘and stones was used
in filing the costie from the ground surface
to a height of 15 meters, while the amoun! of
stones ysed in its construction is estimated al
aboul 8177 cubic meters: The castle has 25

Contfrol Openings ot a height of 15 meters,
120 Openings at a height of 24 meters, 480
Rifle Shooting Platforms, 120 Guard Stands, 24
Canon Openings, large Water Wells Supplies
Stores, Prisons, Winding Staircase with 7 Doors
(each turn with a door and sky light on top of
each door, so that the fortified elements can
watch the staircases), each door leads to a
well and these wells are opened at the time of
strong threat and attack then closed and hot
oil or substance is poured and certain death
shall be the fate of the attackers whereas
they find the wells beneath their feet and Hell
over their heads.

The site of the Fort was so chosen to be in the
middle of Nizwa from all four directions. The
Castle is still remaining steadfast in the face
of time telling the story of the glories of those
who lifted the flags of the Omani Empire high
in the sky and used its matrix to weave a dress
of pride and honour that shall not endure
forever.

The Fort also contains places for retention
others for praying. It is said that the old canons
had no effect at all when fired at the costle as
its solid walls repelled the shells. The Casile has
also 7 wells, some of them near the junctions
of the stoircases leading to the roof of the
Castle. Those wells were used in deceiving
the enemy if they entered the Castle. 5o the
Castle of Nizwa had been a strong fort that
protected this ancient city from any greedy
outsiders.

The Nizwa Fort also played a role in education.
In addition to the learning sessions held in the
mosques scatterad in the Province, Morning
Open Courses used to be arranged in the
Castle of Nizwa, where the student would
choose both the material and teacher. At that
time, the most preferred subjects included Al
Figh (Islamic Jurisprudence), Al Usool [Islamic
Principles), Al Hadeeth(Prophet's Speeches),
Al Qawayid (Arabic Grammar] and Al
Khatabah [Rhetoric).

Least but not last, Nizwa Samad Mosqgue was
like a university with a hostel to which students
came from everywhere to learn. It had many
endowments such as: one for providing the
bread and meat others for the ink and paper

The date palm tree has remained loyal and
beneficial to the Omani farmer over ages. He
even uses its residues in making tools used in
his daily life. In this space we will talk about
the production of Magama™ or Makham as
locally known in the governorate of Dhakilyah
and as Massafa in the governorate of Dhofar.
it is o cleaning tool. It is used by the women
as a fraditional broom to clean their houses.
Women are sfill keen to have Mogama’ as
cleaning tools in their houses despite the
existence of electrical vacuum cleaners
nowadays.

Making of Makham or Magama s easy
and similar in the norh and south of the
country. I starts. with bringing green date
palm frond-leaflets. The aodditional parls of
the frond are removed in a process locally
called Al-Atashkeer and the leaflets are dried.
Then. leaflets are broughf together ending
with a knot in o process called:Al-Tg seem.
The number ol knots depend on the size of
Magama . They are wrapped logether by
a thin rope to be conhected and fastened
together. This. craft is wsually practiced by
wWOormnern.

Office of Adviser to His Majesty the Sultan for Cultural
Affairs, issued an important reference book for research-
ers and those interested in archeology and history. The
Reference Book is fitled: Atlas of Archaeological Survey
in Dhofar Governorate. The Atlas came in 142 big size
coloured pages and produced in an attractive derail a

documentary style.
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An archaeological survey of Dhofar. the southern
region of Oman spanning from Sharbithat up to
Mugshin in the east to Dalgut up to Al Hashman
in the west, was conducted by the Office of the
Advisor to HM the Sultan for Cultural Affairs from
May 2008-June 2009. A total of new 310 sites
were registered during this survey spanning the
Falaeoclithic through the Medieval lslamic periods.
This site atlas includes all of the Dhofar Survey
sites, as well as previously known significant sites
(such as Al-Baleed and Khor Rori/Sumhuram) and
sites surveyed by various international feams [see
appendix of sites).

The Ecology of Governorate of Dhofar
Archaeological survey was conducted in at least
four major ecological zones of Dhofar, including
the coastal plain, uplands, Nejd and Rub al Khali.

Dhofar has an environment unique to the rest
of Arabig, os it s quenched by the mists, and
sometimes rain, of the southwest monsoon each
summer. From June 21 fo September 21, upwelling
in the ocean pounds the coast, while the coastal
plain and mountains become a sea of green. In
combination with the ecological zones mentioned
above and the southwest monsoon. a particularly
distinctive and diverse florc has evolved. Perhaps
the bridge through all periods of occupation in
Dhotar is frankincense, [Boswellia sacra). The most
prized variety growing on the backslopes of the

Dhofar Mountains in the Nejd (Groom 1981).

Frevious Archaeological Surveys in Dhofar
The American Foundation for the Study of Man
(AFSM) conducted the first archaeological survey
and excavalions in the region from 1952- 1940
(Albright 1982, Phillips 1972; Joamme 1947, 1982:
Cleveland 1960), The first intensive archaeological
field surveys were conducted by J. Pullar and K.
Frifelt in the early 1970's and focused primarily on
the Palaeclithic and Neolithic of the Nejd,

In the late 1970°s P. Costa headed the survey and
excavalion of al-Baleed (1982). He conducted
regional architectural surveys [2001: Costa and
Kite 1985) and along with G. Oman's work on the
medieval lslamic cemeteries of alBaleed and
greater Salalah (1983, 1987) the more recent history
of Dhotar was highlighted. J. Zarins Trans Arabia
expedition (1991 - 1995) excavated at Shisr (Wubar),
Ain Humran and Tagah and alse conducted an
archaeological survey with limited soundings of
sites in the Nejd and the coastal plain (Zarins 2001).
Between 1996 - 2004, the RWTH/Achen team fully
surveyed nd excavated a number of buildings ot
Al-Boleed (Jansen 2001).

From 1993 - 1995 J. Owen, as part of the TA
expedition, conducted underwater surveys around
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Part IV: - Oman in the Otoman Archives during
the reign of Sultan Salim bin Thuwaini bin Said
bin Sultan Al Busaidi (1282 AH / 1866 - 1285 AH
/ 18468)

These Documents include a letter to the Prime
Minister of the Ottoman Empire with a request
to send two Royal Boats from the arsenal of
Basra to transfer the Governor of Muscat who
was supposed to  arrive in Basra. That request
was has confirmed by the Wali of Baghdad by
sending a message in this regard to Istanbul.
The same was approved (1283 AH / 1867AD).
The Documents also include a message
raised to the Prime Minister of the Ottoman
stating the arrival of Governor of Muscat to
Basra and a message about the deterioration
of the situation in Muscat sent by fo the Prime
Minister of Oman by the District Commissioner
of Basra through the Wali of Baghdad.

Part V: - Oman in the Oftoman Archives in the
era of Imam Azzan bin Qais Al Busaidi 1285 AH
/ 1848 AD - 1287/1871

These Documents include a letter from the
Governor of Baghdad Sultan Muhammad Tagi
al-Din to the Prime Minister of Omani on the
Ruler of Muscat stating that the Sultan Salem
Bin Sulfan Al Busaidi [178%9-1821 AD) began
to gather the tribes and soldiers by land and
sea, for the purpose of recovering Muscat.
The news arrived from reliable sources to the
District Commissioner of Basra (1285 AH / 1849
ADJ.

Part VI: - Oman in the Ottoman archives during
the reign of Sultan Turki bin Said bin Sultan Al
Busaldi (1287/1871 -1305 AH / 1888)

These Documents include a report about the
situation in the areas along the coasts of the
Sea of Oman, a message from the Ottornan
Embassy in London to the Ottoman Prime
Minister with regard to the treatment of Ruler
of Zanzibar and a letter from the Sultan Fadl
Alawi to the Ottoman Prime Minister.

Part VII:- Oman Iin the Oftoman Archives
during the reign of Sultan Faisal bin Turki bin
Said bin Sultan Al Busaidi (1305 AH / 1888 1331
AH /1913 AD)

This is the largest number of Documents which
include a message from the Commander
of the Ottoman Army to the Omani Prime
Minister on clarifying the border areas of the

OCttoman State and its neighboring countries
such as: Greece, Serbia, Russia, Bulgaria,
Yemen as well as Hijaz and Najd (KSA at
present) adjacent to the Government of
Muscat, in order that the COHtoman Army
could fulfil its duty as appropriate (1308 AH
/ 1821 AD). These Documents also include a
message raised to the Ottorman Prime Minister
regarding the spread of serious disease in the

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Authority in coordination with the Research
Center for Islamic History, Art and Culture
and the accompanying Exhibition in Istanbul
during the period from QOctober 6 to 8, 2012,
In the infroduction, His Excellency stressed on
the importance of Ottoman Archives, which is
considered the third largest in the world with
regard to number of documents kept in it. His
Excellency has also dealt with most important
documents and periods of time in the book.

The book embraces eight parts rich in Records
covering a lot of multi aspect relations and
issues between Oman and the Ottoman
Empire.

Part | :- Oman in the Oftoman Archives (the
reign of Imam Ahmed bin Saeed Al Busaidi
from (1162 AH / 1744 1ill 1198 AH / 1783 AD)

These Documents detail the important events
during that pericd such as the document that
dealt with the assistance provided by the
Imam of Muscat to the OHomans in their war
against the Persians (the Turks led by Abdullah
Pasha and the Persians by Bustam Khan)
in the vicinity of Basra. and the assistance
provided by the Imam of Muscat Ahmed bin
Saeed under the leadership of his son Hilal
in the confrontation that occurred in (1189
AH / 1775AD). The documents recorded in
this part of the book also included one about

the efforts the Ottoman Empire in protecting
its borders from the east in the direction
of Iran, as well as a report submitted to the
Prime Minister of the OHoman Empire by Haj
Ali Raja Envoy of the OHtoman Empire to the
Governor of the Indian Regions . as well as the
Message of Thanks from the Ottoman Sultan
to the Imam of Muscat about the said Military
Assistance and a message from Imam Ahmed
bin Saeed Al Busaidi to the Ottoman Prime
Minister Mohammed Pasha.

Part Il :- Oman in the Ottoman Archives during
the reign of Sultan Sald bin Sultan Al Busaidi
(1219 AH / 1804AD till 1273 AH / 1856AD)

These Documents include Sultan Said bin
Sultan's Message to Ma'shug Pasha Wali of
Basra (1247 AH / 1832AD). in which he asked
about his conditions and told him about
receiving his message with great pleasure
and his safe arrival fo Muscat , assuring him
constant good connections between the two.
During this era, also other documents were
received including Sultan Thuwaini bin Said
bin Sultan's letter to Ma'shug Pasha, letters
from Wali of Baghdad Ngjib Muhammad to
the Prime Minister of the Ottorman Empire and
a report from Basra's Recipient Bakr Agha
describing the confrontations that toock place
between the British and the Governor of
Muscat and others.

Part Ill :- Oman in the OHoman Archives
during the reign of Sultan Thuwaini bin Said Al
Busaidi (1273 AH / 1856 AD - 1282 AH / 1844)

These Documents include a telegram sent by
Wali of Baghdad, Mustafa Pasha regarding
the good freatment given to the ship (Ghort)
in Muscat by the Governor of Muscat, and
his proposal to appoint a representative of the
Ottoman Empire in the city of Muscat, in order
to complete the affairs of the subjects of the
State and who used to pass through for trade
during that era (1276 AH / 1860). This part also
included other documents such as the letter
from the Ottoman Prime Minister the Royal
Court of Oman with request for adopting the
Internal Customs Tariff on goods coming from
Muscat and Zanzibar on the way to Jeddah
(1274 AH / 1858 AD).
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the record. The record is left from the upper
tank and kept between special dry layers and
then placed under manual compress for one
day. In the next day, the record is faken from
the compress and sfrengthened by special
records adhesive. It worth mentioning that the
workshop comprised also special machines for
binding, strengthening, maoistening, removing
stickers and adhesives which are supportive
works for restoration process.

Transferring digital photos into microfilm
Microfiim is defined as a film on which
printed matericls are photographed af
greatly reduced size for ease of storage
and contains various medsurements (1émim
or 35 mim). it expands by the expansion of
the photographed material in film tape. The
scientific materials can be scripts. scientific
letters. records . eilcC...

There are various kinds of microfilm tapes :

35 & 16 mm tapes : film tapes folded into 30 mi
to 100 mt pulley.

mMicrofiche tapes: big sized film tapes. one
frame includes about 94 mini photographs
that can't be seen by noked eye.

Cartridge tapes: films wrapped by plastic
cover like video tape.

The impact of technical development on the
microfim concept helped in development
of microfim materials as microfilm process
became much accurate in comparison to the
traditional way of microfiim photographing
as this process requires a very dark rocom.
during photographing., but now making of
microfim became far eqgsier, it divided into
two separated stages as follows:

Transferring digital photos into microfilm: it
indicates to transferring all records digitally
photographed. They are being photographed
in film taope and the process takes various
stages thaft starts by :

- photographing digital records accurately
with high quality by using eguipments special
for quality digital photographing for this
record. Checking of records quality that
includes doing some necessary changes for
photos and its contents. Preparation of files for
photographing process through OPS00.
Development of films which being faking as
to get ride off caddied tapes. Rechecking
of film after development making sure it is
free from any scratches and clearness of
photos. Measurement of lighting power as
it is must to measure lighting to agree with
the international standards of microfilm. Re-

photographing: the copied films are used for
research purpose. Regular review of stored
films for long term and putting insulated layer
that prevents from and factors which cause to
make the film shorter.  Microfilms are reserved
in fully protected stares for long run as these
stores are very cold fo protect them from
any damages. If microfilms are kept as per
this condition, it can live up to for 100 to 500
years. Changing microfilm into digital photos :
this process means fransfeming films into digital
photes by using special eguipments . They are
being fiimed at high guality by the following
Ways:

Films are being delefed with high accuracy
by using special eguipments. Using special
programs specialized for editing photos in
ferms of lighting and others to get clear scripfs
in the photo. After making sure that all photos
are being in conformity with all electronic
storing requirements, they are being saved
in many format such as TIFE. JPEG, PDF and
others. All photos are being sent to electronic
storage section to be saved electronically for
long run.
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The records represent a very great importance
for the national memory because it is the
national, human inheritance and the place
of national memeory. It is the first resource for
any research and eyewitness which transfers
details of the historical event along with its
fime, place and components. Archeologist
and historians believe that anything points to
history and a civilization is a national records.
Engraving in stone, metal and paper is a
historical text that namates us what an event
that took place in history.However; texts are a
important records fowrite real history. What we
get of knowledge. histarical works, drawings

or one imporiant records because they tells
us the social, political, legal, art and scientific
situations and others for this civilizations and
societies.

Anyone enters the Directorate General for
organizing National Records & Archives
Authority will see the well organized efforts
and inwork by Omani youths who exert efforts
to bring back the old records after renovating
them. Assayel visited the Direcforate of
Records Restoration and came o know a
lot of information and efforts exerted in this
regard.

Restoration is a technical process that also
requires good taste

Resforation depariment preserves records
and manuscripis which give them confinuity
and efficiency. Restoration is a technical
process which collects parfs of records and
manuscripts and completes its pending parts.
Restoration begins by separating manuscripts
into sheets and then into double papers and
clean them many times by two ways : by using
cottons and some materials such as cutters
and restoration clips with the help of sand
suction machine. The manuscript undergoes
dry cleaning process by using some chemicals,
water and Efthanol but dry cleaning is firstly
preceded by tests on manuscripts and records
inks and extent of degradation in the used
solutions besides acidity degree.

Processing of Records

After the acidity tests, processing begins by
puting the records info Ba[QOH) 2 with ethanol or
Calcium Hydroxide with water then kept to dry
while fibers doughis prepared as peraspecified
mechanism by cutting the papers and adding
colors in order to get a color matching with
color of the original record besides adding
water. After processing. automatic restoration
is ‘carmied out for the record which is a device
that contains two upper and lower fanks
besides a pump for water and another for
rinsing water. In this process, the upper tank
is prepared with special paper dryness layers
in which the record is put on its upper surface.
The layers allows water only to pass and a
plastic net is put over the record in a way
that covers the whole surface with a weight
on it. And later the water is pumped from the
lower tank previously filled to the upper so as
to cover all layers and after that fibers mixture
prepared for the record is poured and mixed
up well with water. The water is rinsed o the
lower tank in such manner that the fibers can
pass and work to complete pending parts of
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Is protected Khor Salalah Protectorate is
locted in Salalah in Dhofar Governorate,
South of Sultan Qaboos Street on the coast
of the Arabian Sea.

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That Old Surface

NMowadays, the tweniy years old people are not
enjoyed the roofs of the ancient Omani houses
Omani decorated with concrete rectangular pieces
(Shakhal) and an outside staircase with some namrow
passes and a wall carefully engraved with cement
pieces for jeaning against it when ascending and
descending. There are alsco multi-purpose iron
columns of medium height dispersed all over the
surface. Sometimes they are used as hangers [Gidan)
for drying washed clothes, and sometimes used for
tving up the cloth tent known as (Albashana) or
Mosquite Het that used to protect from mosquitoes.

The surfaces have been allocated for the children
from the afterncon until sunset. They start preparing
their beds and carry their belongings from downstairs
to the roof of the house with utter childish joy of
childish and dangerously racing over an external
staircase to see who first armrives, makes his bed,
spreads his cover and puts his pillow before others.
Then, they all together stort looking attentively
towards glittering stars which seemed like hanging
lamps and sparkling lights foinfly seen by their
ayes until slumbering comes over them preceding
beautiful dreams and then completely sumender to
the power of sleep.

Just before sunset, the drizzle moistens those beds.
That mixes with the cool morning dew for those who
miss the sun rise. Then the surfaces seemed . from
afar as outdoor picnic camps ... White and yellow
canvas tents seen mostly folded under the sleeping
children to keep the mosquitoes out waiting to
attack another prey who was uncovered or whose
tent has fallen out.
